submitted the lowest tender and -win
probaibly be given the contract. . The
conditions call for completion: within
eighteen months, and M. Olarke says
that he will easily have the new berths
rveady for work next season.

The tenders as submitted to the de-
partment of Public Works were re-
ceived by.Dr. Pugsley Saturday from
his chief engincer in Ottawa. Mr.
Clarke's. tender, in the wvicinity of
$280,000, was the lowest and was re—
commended by the engineer, The
Minister-in turn has recommended the
aceeptance of this tender to the gov-
ernment and the comtract will prob-
ably be awarded at once.

tenders were made provide that
labor on this work must be paid not
less than $1.76 per day.

Rev. T. J. Barker Declares
Country is Now Enjoying

Great Freedom

$peaking to a Sun reporter of condi-

tions in Turkey, Rev. T. J. Barker, re-
turned missionary, warinly praised the
efforts of the reform party which have
lately béen crownéd with such signal
sucecess. During the last five years
he has watcked the progress of the
rarty, which has been working secret-
ly to frez Turkey.” Many of the lead-
ers have been discovered and killed,
but the movement ‘has finally resulted
in success beyond his expectations.
Turkey now experierces more freedom
than it ever has before and the Sultan
instead of being regarded as a mon=
arch to be d=zeply feared, has during
the last few months won a high place
in the esteem of his people.
" The Armeaiars under tne old regime
suffered much oppression. Among
other things they were nct allawed to
leave the country and thcse who are
in this country have escaped -either
through secrecy or by bribing officials.
The restriction is now removed and
as a natural result the people do not
wish to leave. - On the other hand, it
is expected that many who are in Am-
erica will return to their old homes as
soon as the new parliament, which
meets on November 4th, puts the seal
on the new order.

The missioriaries hope that the regu-
lation allowing freedom in religious
matters will make it much easier for
them to work amcrg the Mchammed-
ans. Mr. Barker in gpeaking of the
war whieh threatens to involve Tur-
key, said that he feared such a war
would cause a setback to the plans of
reform. Regarding Turkey’s readiness
for war, he said that all men are re-
quired by lasw to spend seven years in
military service and in time of war
every man can be called out. They are,
however, not as well trained or as
thoroughly equipped -as -modern stand-
ards would require.

HARTLAND, N. B, Oct. 11.— The
largest political gathering ever seen in
Kent parish was that which turned
out at Bath last night to hear F. B.
Carvell and his standard bearers. Mec-

hundred, was full and as has bheen the
case wita Mr. Carvell's meetings,many
were unabl2 to get entrance. John
Farley, stipeudiary magistrate of Bris-
tol, was chairman, and seated on the
platformt were many grey haired vot-
ers, life-long  supporters of the Liberal
cause.

County Councillor John E. Kinney
was the first speaker. He said he had
been a life-lor.g Conservative and
Litherto a strong supporter of those
now in charge at Fredericton, but he
had becomse thoroughly disgusted with
that pariy which did nothinz but talk.
The great’ question in that locality
was the erection of a bridge across the
river. “Now,” said the speaker, “that
bridge has been definitely promised to
Bath people, and Upper Kent voters
tell me it has been just as definitely
promised to them.” He will vote for
Carvell, not merely to spite the oppo-
site party,who have shown themselves
unworthy of support, but tecause Car-
vell had proved himself the stuff that
parliamantarians are made of.

W.B.Morgan spoke briefly but point-
edly arnd was followed by Frank Hag-
erman,who in his humojrous way made
the truth about the opposing party ap-
pear ridiculous. He travels over the
county selling farm machinery, and
says tha; some time ago he met in one
day three old Conservatives who had
vowed their intention to voie Liberal
and every day since then he has met
other men cof the same mind.

Warden Frank R. Shaw, in an half-
hour address, made a splendid impres-
sion.

Given Close Attenticn

The candidate spoke for an hour and
was given the closest attention until
he sat down. Amorg the other topics
he touched on was the local matter of
the bridge. Some weeks ago there
was a Conservative meeting addressed
by the candidate and local speakers. It
had been' announced that Messrs.
Flemming and MecIeod were  to be
there. Why werg they not  there ?
Because, said the speaker; ‘they feared
tc answer a ceftain’ duestion/ where
will the bridge be located since you
have promised -it to both us and to
Upper -Kent *- Neither - Flemming,
Munroe, nor MoLeod dare face the
people of Bath or the parish of Kent
at this momenrt.

Kent, which has always been a Lib-
eral parish, is today solid for Carvell.
Wicklow, -an adverse parish, is rousing

up to the fact that they want Laurier’

and Carvell for theirs. Throughout the
county such is the word.

This week Mr. Carvell will visit
Peel, the home parish of his opponent.
He will speak at Mount Pleasant on
Wednesday and at East Florenceville
on Thursday.
