Not
very ‘long ago the - Socialist paper
“Forward” commented on the un-
seemly conduct of the Crown Prince
with some actresses during a per-
fformance in a Berlin theatre. It
Bated that the conduct of the Prince
at  the theatre that night clearly
showed that the people of Germany
would be disgraced if he were to be-
come Emperor at any time. Inside
of two hours after the publication of
this criticism by the “Forward” the
whole edition of the paper was con-
fiscated by the police.

If our brave boys have died they
will not have died ‘in vain if we are
saved from such tyvranny as this. An-
other important and sad occurrence
during the past year was the death
of James Keir Hardie, the pioneer of
the Independent Labor Party of
Britain, and a fearless and courage-
ous champion of the working classes.
It may be said Hardie's life or death
is of no concern to us. That would
show an ignorance of the effect of
changes that take place between
clasges in one counfry on that of
another country A gvictory for the
working class of Great Britain or
any other country is a victory for the
same class in other couniries, because
of the influence it exerts. This is best
illustrated in a poem of Russell Low-
ell where he says:
