EZClerigal Suits a Speciaity.
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Department of Highways Created
A new department, known as the

1 D:partment of Highways, has beer

ereated by the Oatario Government
in connection with the Department of
Pulic Worke. The formal proclamation
bringing the Oatraio Highways Ae:
into force appeared in the Ontario
Gazette Monduy and following the pro-
clamation, which automatically created
the Depsrtment of Highwaye, the
Government has appointed u new
Deputy Minister in the person of Mr.
W. A. McLean, Provincial Highways
KEng'neer, Hon. Pinlay McDiarmid
now assumes the title of Minister of
Public Works and Highways,

Legislation is already in operation
in connection with the new department
to open a new era of highway develop-
ment in the province. This legis'ation
provides for the construction of sub-
urban roads snd township roads in
addition to county roads and also gives
iwpetus to the building up of a system
of maintenance.

Although no increase in the grant
by the Government from one-third to
forty per cent, is provided for in the
Highways Act, that having been effect-
ed by an amendment to the Highways
Improvement Act, the proclamation
removes any doubt as to the Govern-
ment carrying out this provision, The

|new act, however, provides for a

twenty per cent, grant to the main-
tenance of roads by permitting main-
tenance expenditure to be included ip
the general statement of expenditure
made annually by the Government for
county roads. )

With regard to township roads the
Government will pay to any townehip,
which appoints a road overseer or fore-
man twenty-five per cent of bis salary
the grant not 0 exceed $150, while
with respect to snburban  highways,
‘the Government will grant torty per
cent, which is not to exceed $4,000 per
mile,

The general provisions ars similar to
those of ghe special act, upder which
the I'un‘btu Hamiiton bighway is be-
ing constructed.
