i —Australia now exports oranges
to England.

—Canada now furnishes move 
sheep for the Boston merket, than 
an/State in the Union.

—A sheep whose wool made nine 
tefen yards of cloth \ yard wide is 
gyued by a farmer at New Garden, 
Pennsylvania.

—Dr. Bowen says there is no place, 
all things considered, where labor is 
so well paid as on the farm. Think 
of that, young man.

—A potato trust is talked of. It 
is the general opinion that the pota­
to cannot be trusted, certainly not 
while the potato bug is in the field.— 
Maine Farmer.

I , —At the Ontario Agricultural
College a recent experiment with 
peas showed that it took thirty-five 
pounds more of cooked than of un­
cooked pens to. make 100 pounds of 
pork, live weight,

—The American Rural Home says 
that the agricultural department es­
timates the wool clip of 1887 at 
265,000,000 pounds. These figures 
are considerably less than estimates 
of commercial authorities, and loss 
than for three previous years.

—The improved mutton breeds of 
sheep cannot be kept in the man­
ner usual with common sheep 
They demand good pasture, liberal 
feeding and attention, but thev pay 
well for the care bestowed. There 
is a great demand for superior mut­
ton.

—The annual honey product of 
North America is about 100,000,000 
pounds and its value is nearly $15,- 
000,000. The annual wax product 
is about 500,000 pounds, and its 
value is more than $100,000. There 
are about 800,000 persons keeping 
bees in North America.

—No system of manuring lands 
for crops, said Dr. Goessman 
late lecture, can be at this time 
commended, which does not take 
into account the characteristic wants 
of the different plants sought to be 
produced. This seems to De a plain 
admission of the Stockbridge theory 
of special manures for particular 
crops.

—Protection from cold is one of 
the most important points in the 
care of sheep, say» Mr. Woodward, 
secretary of the New York State 
Agricultural Society. To produce 
wool the sheep must be well fed. 
The production of wool interferes 
with the produc'ion of flesh. If 
growth in the sheep is stopped the 
growth of wool ceases.

—The average price of beeves 
sold in New York market during 
1887 is the lowest recorded 
twenty-seven years. It has been a 
mose disastrous year for the feeders, 
especially those in the far West, as 
well as those in some sections east 
of the Mississippi. In addition to 
low prices, heavy losses by drouth 
and cold have been inflicted upon 
the ranchmen and farmers.

—Poor butter is classified under 
ten heads as follows : Butter with 
fodder flavors, stable taints, with 
smoky, musty flavor, sour, oily but­
ter, greasy butter, fishy, blubbery 

, r butter, bitter butter, streaked, 
speckled butter, mouldy butter, and 
rancid butter, all of which, save the 
fodder flavoring, are caused by care­
lessness in milking and mismanage­
ment of the butter after churning.

—The estimates of acreage, pro­
duct and value of corn, wheat and 
oats, for each State and Territory of 
the United States, shows area of 
corn harvested, 72,000,000 seres in 
round numbers ; product, 1,456,000, 
000 bushels ; value, $646.000,000; 
area of wheat, 37,400,000 acres 
product, 456.000,000 bushels ; value, 
$308,000.000 ; area in oats, nearly 
26,000,000 acres ; product, 659.500,- 
000 bushels ; value, $200,000,000.

—The value of stable dun£>. says 
Prof. Wyatt, must hot be estimated 
upon actual richness in ammonia or 
phosphoric acid within a short period 
of its production, but must be calcul­
ated on its wonderful physical and 
chemical action on the elements of 
the soil and the air, and upon its 
merits as a vehicle or conductor into 
which competing quantities of outside

—J. B. Lawes says that he could 

not desire a better illustration of the 
abuse of a food than that of feeding 
a cow which was yielding milk, with 
mangels. Milk is a highly nitrogen­
ous substance, while mangels—though 
they contain a. large amount of most 
valuab e food in sugar-—have a low 
percentage of nitrogen, and a consider­
able proportion of what they do 

v-4 possess is incapable of producing the 
nitrogenous compound which we find 
in milk. How, then, is milk to be 
obtained from mangels 1 The cow 
wou d for a time furnish the necessary 
nitrogenous compounds from her own

The Margate Murder Trial.
A Weak Defence.-Summary of the 

Closing Addresses.

Charlottetown, P. E. 1, Feb. 1.— 
Mrs. Nelson Evans, sister of the 
prisoner, testified that she washed 
his clothes shortly after the murder 

>and saw no signs of blood thereon.
Alex. Thompson said that about 

one o’clock on tbe morning of the 
28th June last, while returning from 
purchasing some cabbage „ plants 
seven miles away, be overtook a 
peculiar looking carriage on the 
road, above one mile and a half from 
John Tuplin’s. The carriage was in 
front of the gate of a man named 
Harrington. The horse’s head was 
turned towards the gate. He saw 
some one moving about the horse’s 
head, but on pulling up and looking 
about, the people had got into tbe 
wagon and started off at a rapid 
rate. He did not know who was in 
the wagon or what they were doing 
there at that hour in the morning, 
but was of opinion they were not 
there for any good purpose.

John Bradford Millman said bis 
brother was at home when his father 
and mother went to ohnrch meeting 
on the night of the murder, but as 
he (witness) went to bod early that 
night he didn’t know what time his 
brother was home afterwards.

One or two other witnesses were 
examined for the defence, but they 
disclosed nothing of any importance 
and Mr. Hodgson announced the 
closing of his side of the case.

The crown then recalled several 
of their witnesses to rebut certain 
statements made on behalf of the 
prisoner.

George Profit said he met Mill- 
man at Black House on tbe Thurs­
day after the murder. Millman 
asked witness if the girl had been 
found. Witness said she had not 
and added “ The river is to be 
searched.” Millman hesitated a mo­
ment and asked, “Is it?” He 
(Millman) then volunteered the in­
formation that ho had left the house 
about 5 or 6 30 on Tuesday evening 
to go bathing and that after loung­
ing about at Richard Paynter’s and 
his own corner, he had returned 
home about half past ten.

Alex. McKay, constable, testified 
to finding and measuring the two 
tracks on the shore. He was doubt­
ful about bis getting the whole 
measure of the large track, as the 
impress at the toe was not clear. 
(Prisoner’s shoe shown.) The heel 
of shoe and track in sand correspond 
exactly, but the shoo at the ball was 
half an inch larger than the tracks. 
Witness thought the tracksx had 
been made some time before ho saw 
them and that they may have been 
filled in some by sand.

Charlottetown, P. E.I.,Feb. 2.— 
The new evidence in the Millman 
trial to-day was not of importance.

Hodgon began his address to the 
Jury at half past eleven and con­
cluded at half past five. He opened 
by impressing upon the jury the im­
portant nature of the oaih they had 
taken and by explaining the law 
bearing on the case. He then pro­
ceeded to review the evidence. He 
said the crown theory that the man 
whom the Adams girl and others 
saw cross the river in the boat about 
half past six on the evening of the 
murder was probably the man who 
killed the girl, but inasmuch as Mill- 
man’s parents, brothers and sisters 
had sworn he was homo that even 
ing until after seven o’clock, he 
could not have been the man who 
was in the boat Then again the 
shots and screams were heard about 
ten or twelve mi notes past ten that 
night, while Millman’s father and 
mother swear they got home from 
meeting about half past ten and 
when they got there their boy was 
home. As it bad been proved that 
Mary Tuplin had left her home a 
little after nine, he did not think it 
reasonable to suppose that Millman 
could take her down the mod road 
over seven or eight fences to commit 
the crime, take her to the boat, pull 
-the boat to where the body was 
found, take the boat to the shore, 
go home across the fields and be 
there calm cool and collected in 
something over an hear. He 
thought it was an impossibility for 
him te do it. Tbe beot tracks which 
the crown argues must have been 
made by the girl’s murderer are even 
smaller thefts Millman’s bare foot. 
He freely admitted that Millman 
borrowed a revolver from Power 
under the circumstances named, but 
the crown witnesses had net ex 
plained where the missing cartridges 
had gone to. If the cartridges now 
in tbe revolver were examined it 
would be found they had fear rings 
around them, while these found in 
the murdered girl's head had but 
three. He admitted that Millman 
had gone to young Power and told 
him to say he was with him at Payn- 
ter’a line on tbe night of the murder, 
not because he was guilty of
her murder, but because be want­
ed to keep down reports of
bis connection with the girl,
so that they would not teach
bis mother’s ears. This was his 
reason lor doing this—asking Power 
to tell this story was the foolish act 
of a simple country boy and he hoped 
the jury would not punish him too 
harshly for it. Ia concluding he 
commended bis client to tbe mercy 
of the jury, telling them that God 
would deal with them and theirs as 
they dealt with him.

The court room was packed with 
people. Many ladies were present 
and wept, and the prisoner was

Charlottetown, Feb. 3.—Tho 
Millman trial is fast drawing to a 
close. To-day the Attorney-Gener­
al closed the case for the crown in 
a speech which occupied 4J hours 
in its delivery. He began by ex­
plaining to the jurors the great im­
portance of the duty before them 
and the necessity that there was for 
discharging their duty well. He 
next proceeded to review the evid­
ence adduced, He showed in forc­
ible language that the crown estab­
lished a strong case against Mill- 
man, showing that he and no other 
had murdered Mary Tuplin on the 
night of the 28th June last. He 
traced Millman across the South­
west River In the boat, up through 
the ©Id mud road to near the Tuplin 
home, where ho sat under the tree 
by the roadside, disguised, waiting 
for his victim, the girl whom ho had 
seduced, to whom of all others he 
should have been a friend. Having 
done this he next discussed the fact 
of Millman’s borrowing the revolver 
from Frank Power, his returning it 
two days afror the murder and be­
fore tho body had been found, and 
with tbe request that bis having it 
be kept secret between the two. 
Then came Millman’s asking a 
younger brother of Frank’s to make 
affidavit that the two were together 
at Paynter’s line on the night on 
which the crime was committed. 
Neither of these actions would be 
attempted by an innocent man. The 
Crown had proven that Millman had 
bought cartridges in S’aide, that 
these cartridges were of a peculiar 
pattern and exactly the same as those 
which were found in the girl’s head. 
Then again the time at which the 
shots and screams had been fixed 
as being heard was about 10 o’clock 
and as the murder bad not been 
committed until the prisoner had 
his victem down to the shore, where 
everything was in readiness to row 
them across the stream, he had 
ample time to do the work and reach 
home about tbe same time as his 
parents. The foot prints in the 
sand be thought nothing about as a 
man’s boot in any such pliable sub­
stance always makes an Impression 
smaller than the boot. He thought 
the defence bad failed to prove the 
alibi attempted. They should have 
put John Nathaniel Evans,Millman’s 
bosom friend, on the stand to prove 
«Mere the prisoner was that night, 
but they did not do so. He then 
earnestly charged the jury to bring 
in a verdict of guilty, as according to 
the evidence in the case they could 
not do otherwise.

At the close of the address the 
prisoner was asked how he felt but 
he only smiled and nodding his head 
remarked “I’ve got a cold ; have had 
several days.”

A Heroic School-Mistress.

Miss Minnie Freeman, the heroic 
teacher at Myra Valley, Neb., whose 
presence of mind saved from death 
her thirteen little pupils during the 
terrible storm of last week, tells the 
following story :

“The storm came up very sudden­
ly and struck the schoolhouse just 
about the time for closing. I knew 
from indications that it was going 
to be a regular bliuzard, and told the 
children to all wrap up well. While 
I was attending to them the door 
blew in and then the windows. I 
put my cloak on and was wondering 
what I was going to do. I had made 
up my mind that the building would 
not last long. Then I happened to 
think ot a ball of twine I had taken 
away from a little fellow. I began 
tying the children together, and 
when I had completed this task I 
fastened one end of the string to my 
arm and waited developments. Very 
soon the roof of the building blew 
off and I said, ‘Come on children,” 
and we started.

‘The nearest house was three- 
quarters of a mile away, and in 
order to reach it we had to face the 
storm for about one-third of the dis­
tance. I was carrying the smallest 
child, a little gm, and my talking to 
the children and urging them to 
keep up their spirits tired me very 
much. Well, we got to the bouse, 
and beyond a few frost-bitten 
fingers, noses and oars wo were all 
in as good condition as when wo 
started.”

Miss Freeman then spoke of the 
large number of letters she had re­
ceived since the story of her bravery 
got into print. Most of them were 
naturally of a complimentary nature, 
but nine contained offers of marriage. 
Tbe applicants lor this vacant 
position must regard her as sure 
proof against family breezes.
