(LIMITED.)STEWART & WHITE. He describes Arles, on the route to Mar­
seilles, as in a fearful panic. Not a per­
son of the 25,000 population is to be 
seen in the streets of the town- A 
crowd of people were at the depot waiting 
for the train to take them out of the 
panic stricken city. In Marseilles, the 
wealthy districts of the city showed little 
change, but the poorer quarters revealed 
another side of the picture. Of this the 
correspondent says a glimpse of any one 
of the streets is enough to turn the stom- 
ach of any healthy man. The smell 
through all this quarter in which, during 
the space of 20 minutes, we met three 
laden hearses, was bad enough but the 
smell was indescribably worse when we 
had driven across the town to two of the 
most afflicted quarters of all Marseilles— 
Capellette and the adjoining quarter. In 
order to reach them we crossed the old 
ship canal, which was filled to the brim 
with reeking water and had its surface 
thickly covered with garbage and refuse 
of all descriptions. Four out of every 
five houses were found closed. Those 
which remained open were mainly esta­
minets where, under dirty awnings and 
on dirty sidewalks, men and women sat 
drinking or already reduced to stupor 
from previous drinking, and junk shops 
in which filthy people were sorting 
rotten rags in an unspeakably vile 
atmosphere, festering filth around them 
and a tropical sun beating fiercely down 
upon the scene, blinding the eyes as its 
rays were reflected from the white road, 
across which, in the Quartier Capellete, 
courses a stream about the size of a main 
sewer in New York, winding its way un­
covered among the houses on its journey 
to the sea. This stream was laden with 
sewage of the vilest of the Marseilles 
quarters. In his visit to the Pharo hos­
pital he saw 84 patients ; all of whom were 
of the poorer class. In the female ward 
he witnessed a pathetic sight. A nun 
held in her arms by an open window a dy­
ing babe eighteen months old. Its three 
sisters, the oldest being only ten years, 
lay on beds near by, also their parents, 
both of whom died the same day, and there 
was small hope of any of the remaining 
children save the oldest. After witness­
ing the burial of the dead the correspon- 
dent went to Toulon, the desertion of 
which by the populace he describes and 
says : .If in a sanitary sense the condition 
of Marseilles was frightful that of Toulon 
struck me as simply murderous. He des­
cribes his visit, but concludes with the 
statement that being an English speaking 
journalist who has gone through the in­
fected regions and having knowledge of 
the facts he believes that all previous re­
ports have been exaggerated grossly.

- TEN MILLION DOLLARS. ratio of cures would be greater if those 
rendering assistance were better organ- 
ized. Much prejudice exists among the 
lower classes against the doctors. Many 
are convinced that they have been order­
ed to promote the epidemic by adminis­
tering poisonous drugs. Some force 
physicians to taste their medicines be- 
fore they can be prevailed to take them. 
The doctors are often afraid to enter 
houses owing to the hostility of occup­
ants. Spanish lazarettos are overcrowd­
ed and much misery thereby results.

At Mourillon, near Toulon, 50 cases 
of cholera were reported yesterday. 
While the disease is decreasing in Toulon 
and Marseilles, it is increasing in the 
surrounding villages.

PARIS, July 27.—The flight of people 
from Toulon still continues. A cholera 
patient in the hospital there committed 
suicide on Saturday by plunging a knife 
in hie heart.

TOULON, July 27.—The total number 
of deaths here by cholera up to Saturday 
is 593. The exodus from the city has 
decreased the population by two-thirds.

MARSEILLES, July 27.—Fugitives from 
here are beginning to return. The mu­
nicipal authorities thanked the Sisters of 
Charity for their devotion. During the 
48 hours ending 9.30 p. m. Saturday, 
there were 58 deaths here from cholera.

The Catholics have again petitioned 
the mayor to authorise a procession and 
public prayers for the abatement of the 
cholera, but the request was refused.

NEW YORK, July 27.—Special London 
cable despatches say that the whole of the 
week offers a record of continued, wide­
spread and vigorous agitation in favor of 
electoral reform against the peers. Mon­
day’s immense and impressive demonstra­
tion has furnished a topic for discussion 
and contention to Liberals and Tories 
ever since, estimates of the actual number 
in the procession varying from 30,000 to 
60,000, but the difference is of little im­

men to locate here. They do business just 
in the same way as those parties in New 
York, Boston, and other large cities, who 
undertake to furnish counterfeit money at 
fifty per cent, of its real value, but who 
baffle the police by never sending out any 
money, no matter how much may be ordered 
and paid for by their dupes. There are 
thousands of similar swindling dodges. One 
sharper will advertise some wonderful medi­
cine at a low price. Another will under­
take to furnish a gold watch for two dollars. 
The. money is sent, but the dupes never 
hear any more of it. There is no limit, ap­
parently, to human credulity, and detectives 
say they are often amazed at the education, 
rank, and intelligence of the men and 
women who are taken in by these sharpers.

On enquiry it was found that the people 
of St. Stephen and the surrounding country 
knew and oared very little about Goldsmith 
& Co., or the business they were doing. The 
general remark was that these parties ap­
pear to be respectable gentlemen. They 
interfere with nobody, pay their bills, con­
duct themselves properly, to all appearances, 
and nobody seems to care what they are 
about. « We don't buy any tickets or send 
them any money,” said one gentleman re­
siding here. « They never send any letters 
offering tickets to people in Canada, and let 
them fool the Yankees if they can. Its 
none of our business.” Another stated that 
the head of the concern was a wealthy old 
gentleman, who resided in a large brown 
stone house in Boston, and added that if 
they were driven out of here they would 
simply start business in some other place. 
Such is the feeling here. These men appear 
to have consulted the best legal talent on 
both sides of the line, and conduct their 
business so as to defy the law. No single 
offence is ever completed on one side of the 
boundary line, so that no one can tell where 
the jurisdiction of one country begins and 
that of the other ends. The letters describ­
ing the various prizes, and offering to send 
so many tickets for so much money are all 
prepared and mailed in St. Stephen. The 
only use made of the Canadian mail service 
is to convey these letters across the river to 
Calais, from which point they are distribut­
ed all over the Union.

proceedings. The good humor of the 
the meeting in London has not been im­
itated by meetings in the provinces. In 
Leicester, a radical stronghold, Lord 
Salisbury was executed, then burned in 
effigy, amid much ceremony, and to the 
general delight, and at Fournemouth 
there was a free fight. Meantime a strong 
difference of opinion is arising between 
liberal leaders and their followers. The 
ministers want to confine the agitation 
strictly to the demand of the franchise, 
their object being probably to keep on 
their side moderate liberals who they are 
not yet prepared to throw over, and many 
of whom are in the cabinet and perhaps, 
also, they desire to pose as having their 
moderation overcome by a fierce pressure 
of exact public opinion. The radicals, on 
the other hand, are determined not to let 
the opportunity slip of having a strong 
agitation against the present power of the 
House of Lords. Mr. Chamberlain, with 
his usual dexterity and promptitude, in 
taking advantage of a crisis to push him­
self and his principles forward, has been 
roundly denouncing Lord Salisbury and 
the Hoose of Lords, while his more seru- 
pulous and more cautions colleagues have 
been effacing themselves by holding back.

Egypt is almost forgotten in the whirl 
of this fierce internal struggle, and, 
though most people now think that the 
conference is going to end in a fizzle, no­
body seems inclined to take much account 
of the new embarrassment of the Govern-

The great difficulty of obtaining re­
cruits for the British army is so seriously 
felt that the military authorities have 
obtained the sanction of the Secretary of 
State for War to the re-enlistment of army 
pensioners. Pensioners who are at pre­
sent employed, or who are desirous of 
being employed on duties usually perform- 
ed by soldiers, will be eligible to be re- 
enlisted for army service. The term of 
enlistment will be five years, on comple­
tion of which the pensioners, if fit for ser­
vice, and within the proper limits of age, 
may again be re-enlisted, but will be dis­
charged on reaching 50 years. Previous 
service, and the re enlisted service will 
both be allowed to count towards pension 
on final discharge. No man will be eli­
gible for re-enlistment who is more than 
45 years of age. Men may claim their 
discharge after a period of three months 
has elapsed from the date of giving notice 
of their wish to do so.

They cannot be distin- 
guished from other letters. For convenience 
sake, the letters may at times be carried 
over and posted in Calais. Who is to dis­
tinguish between these swindling letters and 
others? To entrust the poetoffice authori­
ties here to open all letters and destroy those 
mailed by Goldsmith & Co. would be a very 
dangerous as well as an expensive proceed­
ing, and would also fail in its purpose, be­
cause it would be a very easy matter for 
the swindlers to send their letters to some 
other postoffice to be mailed, or to distribute 
them up in such a way that they could not 
be traced, unless every letter that passed 
through the mails was opened and exam­
ined.

Goldsmith & Co., also feel secure in 
another way. They cannot be prosecuted 
for carrying on a lottery, because they never 
have held, and never purpose holding a 
lottery. Neither can they be prosecuted for 
obtaining money by false pretences, because 
none of their dupes will be competent to 
inform upon them. The person who buys 
a lottery ticket is equally guilty with the 
seller. Lotteries being illegal, it is the
