John cost 35 cents per one hundred
pound, while from New York to St. John
it was only 15 to 20 cents per one hundred
pounds.

Now, of course, this is & very childish
bit of sophistry, as can be seen upon the
face of it, but Mr. Dow called attention to
s few facts that make it still more absurdly
unfair. ‘In the first place Judge Godard
‘omits to mertion the fact that between the
dates he has ! y ment
has been abolished, so that instead of hang-
ing murderers as they usedto in the old
days they now keep them as life convicts
the State Prison, so that the alarming
increase in the nmumber of murderers is
easily accounted for. It must also be re-
membered that since the war the judges,
under the discretion given them by statute,
have gradaaliv enlarged their terms of sen-
tence, by which the number of convicts has
been inereased without any corresponding
increase of crime. In addition to this it
must be borne in mind that since 1866 many
persons have been sent to gaol for violating
the liguor law, whereas before that time
no persons were committed for offences of
that character.

The fact remains that crime has enor-
mously increased in Maine since Prohi-
bition has been the law, and the signifi-
cance of this sad fact is mot changed in
the least by the other fact which Mr.
Dow took the trouble to 3how, viz., that
the commitments to prison and gaol for
offences of all kinds did not increase as
much as those for the greater crimes,
which were altogether 88 in 1860, which
rose to 210 in 1876, and numbered 132

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in 1880. The number of convictions for
violations of the Liquor Law numbered
76 in 1876, 86in 1878, -and 70 in the
year in 1880, varying from 3 in 1867 to
86 in 1878. The increase in the nomber
of convictions seems to prove that greater
efforts are made to enforce the law, and
that the law is more stringent, and it
proves also that the amendments which
have made the law more stringent, and
the efforts to enforce the law more rigor-
ously, have all failed to prevent the sell-
ing and the drinking of strong liquors.

The Commissioners that they
were able to obtain nhogolio liquors in
several places on Commercial street and
other streets. Indeed they®express their
surprise at the open, undisguised man-
ner in which liquor was sold. They
drank in the 'sacred cause of duty, and
they say the liguor, no matter what its
name, was vile and fiery. They tried
some ‘‘Malt Bitters” which were openly
advertised in drug stores, &c. . The anti-
Prohibitionist- found ‘this intoxicating,
his shave of a pint bottle cansing him to
doubt whether he should go tg the pub-
lic table of the hotel to supper. The
Prohibitionist thought it w disagree-
able stuff, on which it would be slow
and hard to get drunk. They tried
some of the small towns and villages,
and there, as far as they could judge,
there is little or no drinking, and it is
difficult, if not impossible, to get liquor
in any shop, store or saloon.

The people are again beginning to
swarm from all parts of Canada to the
United States. From Ontario several
families have moved to the Canadian
North West, but a very much greater
number have gone to the United States,
and even from our North West there is
a constant flow southward. People are
moving in great numbers from Quebec,
from Prince Edward Island, from Nova
Socotia and from this Province. The
Tory papers find it is useless to deny any
longer what every one knowsig be too
true, and now they strive to resent
this as the mere custo going to and
fro of our people. ~ ‘“Our customary
spring exodus has set in” says the Monc-
ton Times, and ‘‘many of those who are
going came back last fall to spend the
winter” it adds, but it admits that ‘¢ oth-
ers are venturing abroad for the first
vime,” This, it pretends, has alwa
been 80, and eomplaints about it ouly
provoke a smile.
