THE LAW OF MAINE AND THE LAW

The baunts of bacchanalian revelry
would close their doors upon the slaves of
appetite, and bid them escape the accursed
bondage. Homes of penury and wretched-
ness would smile to behold the ‘‘ horn of
ty,’ and to welcome the angel of peace,
dying embers of love at domestic
altars would be fanned to flame, s re-
penti rodigals would ‘nﬁ urn-
ing l:sthg nwle‘cu of fauflly friendships.—
Instead of the thorn would come wp the fir-trec, and
instead of the brier would come up the myrtle-tree
The mountains and the hills wowld break forth into
singing, and all the trees of the field would clop
their hands.

perform his business, without a score of
human hyenas prowling along his pathway.
And the minister of Christ is inspired with
new interest and zeal as he beholds men,
just reclaimed from their cups, coming to
fill the vacancies in the temple of God.
And all because the fire of the last distille-
ry in the State has ceased to blaze, and
countless dramshops have closed their gaies

of woe. Surely upon this scene of delight--

ful improvements the M(;r High will: bes-
tow his benediction ! His beloved Zion
will feel the influence of this legal wisdom,
and gather new trophies for Christ, the
Conqueror ! A law which scatters such
blessiugs abroad must harmonize with His.
Citizens! This Law demands your sup-
port against the wiliest foe of human rights
and happiness. A class of men whose love
of mouey is stronger than their love of vir-
tue, create three-fourths of all your taxes
by their ‘‘ trade of death,” and enrich the
selves by the business. You complain of
the ‘‘ onerous tax” for the support of public
education; and will you be content to pay
four times as much to support the rumsellers
of Massachusetts? Will you see four hun-
dred dollars wasted, and worse than wasted,
for strong drink, as often as one hundred
dollars are expended upon cducation, and
yet uot move your tonf:e ainst it?  Are
you willing to cancel the bills for erecting
dlmshouses and prisons for venders of intox-
i drinks to fill at enormous profits to
themselves? Will you not remonstrate
this hnjust taxation? Or will you

You are suffering wrong, in the invasion of
your rights, for which there is found redress
in the provisions of the Maine Law.

In
every path trad are seen allurements to tip-
ple wine when it sparkles in the cup. On
every hand the decorated saloon and dram-
shop invite them to the toasting company.
The probability of their yielding to the
temptation to drink is very inarked. In this
regard you hnve just reason to be auxious,
No form of vice is =0 much to be dreaded
as this, for none is s0 successful in multi-
ph victims. \Welcome, then, a Law
which closes these alluring abodes of vice,
and empties decanters und barrels into the
street or dock ” this Law, and
cluse the hosts ¢ g , and quench
the fires of dis 's, and your sons may
go forth to life’s callings comparative-
ly untempted. Your grcatest fears may be
allaved, and you may feel that youthful
virlue has a guardian and protector in the
State, It mav save your sons from the
drunkard’s grave, and the drunkard’s doom.
Christian ! waiting for the reign ofmille-
peace and purity ; how long must you
wait if alcohol is allowed io fill the earth
with strife and wickedness’ You have been
wont to believe that the more nearly human
agencies accord with the truth of God, the
morce certain may the Christian toiler be of
final victory.

The whole of these arguments tend t» prove
that vinous stimulus may be safely relin-
quished af once; the debility of the body, if
any exists, is then to be cured by whatever
may restore the weakened organs. In most
cases nature will effect this, as these organs
have only been exhausted by unnatural

At a recent council of Indians of different
tribes held near Fort Smith, Arkansas, Par-
he-yokah, a Camanche chief, delivered the
following speech, and the Forf Smith Herald
says it is a fair specimen of the whole of
the speeches made on the occasion. We
could name some speakers nearer home
who might take a lesson in moderation and
charity from the Camanche chief. Par-he-
yokah said:—‘‘The Great Spirit, I have no
doubt, is very glad to see so many Indians
of different nations meet together for the
purpose of establishing peace, and give
their pledge to each other to live by it for
ever. I am very happy, indeed, to see and
meet with my Eastern brothers in council.
We older men know correctly for what these
nations of different tongues are convoked,
and we are glad that the peace, rarely
kmown among us, is established for our
good. It is our duty to teach our younger
people, who do not understand the transac-
tion of to-day, the true meaning of our coun-
cil; and let our rising gcnanlion be trained
up and grow fast in this great whitc talk we
are receiving to-day. Brothers, cur lives
arc not in our hands; we cannot ldst: al-
ways; the Great Spirit will call us away
some day, and will put somebody else in
our stead. I comsider this talk to be like
the roots of grass, that in every spring the
green and beautiful blades will shoot out
blossoms of sweet odour; but the autumsal
moon will come and bite them off with ite
white teeth, but it has no effect on the
roots. It is just so with us; we canpot die
with this talk. While, we live, we make
this talk sweet to our people around our
council fires; but after we are gone, this
talk still survives, and still has its odorous
smells to all united nations. (Here he held
up his right hand toward heaven.) May
the Great Spirit sanction our dgings to-day,
and faithfully make us keep this good talk
given us from our brothers at the rising
m.l)
