How We Keep Time

Reformation of the Calendar by 
Pope Gregory XIII., 1582.—Time is 
that general idea we bave of continu­
ous or successive existence. It can 
be subdivided, and is measured by 
any regularly recurring phenomenon. 
The most customary way to measure 
time is by the motion of heavenly 
bodies. From the very earliest times 
the sum has been the chief among 
the heavenly bodies for these measure 
ments. The equal interval of time, 
or unit of measurement, has been the 
solar day which is distinguished by 
the daily rotation of the earth on its 
axis or the alternation of light and 
darkness.

The division of time into months 
was based on the phases of the moon, 
that is, the time it takes the moon to 
assume the same shape again in the 
sky, which is about thirty days. The 
moon, like the sun, was chosen to 
measure time, because next to the 
sun it is the most conspicuous of the 
heavenly bodies ; but primarily be­
cause it is a regularly recurring phen 
omenon. The next step in the 
measurment of time was the division 
of the seasons into months and as the 
four seasons occurred at stated in­
tervals, the period of time elapsing 

, from one season to the return of the 
same was called the solar year.

The so'ar year is the period of 
time it takes the earth to complete 
one revolution in its orbit around the 
sun, three hundred and sixty-five 
days* five hours, forty-eight minutes 
and forty-six seconds. At first sight 
it may seem an unnecessary insis­
tence on details to take into consid­
eration every second of the solar year, 
but it will be seen later that for an 
accurate, serviceable calendar the 
whole solar year must be accounted 
for.

There is. also another year called 
the civil year, the year marked out in 
the calendars. This calendar year is 
merely an arbitrary subdivision of the 
solar year into convenient division of 
days, months and seasons. If the 
leng h of the calendar year were al­
ways the same as that of the solar 
year, three hundred and sixty-five 
days, five hours, forty eight minutes, 
and forty-six seconds, no trouble 
would ever arise in reckoning time.

When the first important calendar 
was devised by some oner supposed 
to have been Romulus, the exact 
length of the solar year was not known 
Indeed if was not definitely known 
when Julius Caesar computed his 
calendar, although the researches ol 
Hipparchus three hundred years be 
fore had come within a few minutes 
of the exact length of the solar year 
It was, however, known with mathema 
tical exactness when Pope Gregory 
XIII. constructed the modern calen 
dar in 1582. So on account of lack 
of knowledge of the exact length of 
the solar year and the prac ical diffi­
culties that arise in subdividing, a 
non.divisible quantity, like three 
hundred and sixty-five days, five 
hours, forty eight minutes and forty- 
six seconds, in such a way that the 
calendar year should always brgin at 
the same time of the solar year, and 
alto so that there should be an cqu- 
table distribution of the three hundred 
and six y-five days and a fraction 
am Dog the twelve months, we can 
readily see that a perfect calendar 
was an impossibility much before 
I582.

Th'e calendars of all European na­
tions have been borrowed from that 
ot the Romans. As a matter of fact 
Russia up till this year used the cal­
endar devised by Julius Caesar 
Romulus is said to bave divided the 
year into ten months, including in all 
three huadred and four days. It is 
not known how t e remaining sixty 
one days and a fraction were disposed 
of. To ancient Roman year began 
with March, and contained some 
names, September, October, Novem 
ber, and December, of our own 
mouths. July and August were call 
ed Quintilis and Sextilis, their present 
appellations having been besto ed up 
on them in compliment to Julius 
Caesar and Augustus.

Nutua, the first Roman king, added 
two. months to the year, January and 
February'.' In 452 BX' G., the ©ec- j 
emvirs ordered the months to be 
made up of twenty nine and thirty 
days alternately, to correspond to the 
synodic revolutions of the moon. The 
civil year then con’ained three hun­
dred and fifty-four days. One day 
was added to make the number odd 
which was considered more propitious 
and ihe year consisted then of three 
hundred and fifty-five days. This 
differed from the solar year by ten, 
whole days and a frac ion To make 
the Rdraao calendar year equal to 
the solar, Numa ordered an addition­
al, or intercalary, month to be insert­
ed every second year, consisting of 
twenty-two and twenty-three days al­
ternately. The mean length of each 
year was three hundred and sixty-four 
days.

By this arrangement the year was 
too short by one day and a fraction.

This error averaging at least one 
day every year amounted-- to over 
twenty-four days in twen'y-four years, 
to correct which 1t was ordered that 
every third period of eight years each, 
instead of the customary four internal* 
ary months, ninety days in all, should 
contain only three intercalary months, 
c insisting of twenty-two days eaçh- 
The mean length of the year was thus 
reduced to 35 1-2 days, which still 
left the Roman calendar year eleven
