He drew attention next to the
peeuliar shape of Friars’ Chur-
ches in England in the 13th cen-
tury, and showed how when this
was borne in-mind; the measure-
ments of the church given by
William of Worcester in 1480
were quite intelligible, and en-
abled us to reconstruct “the whole
ground plan of the building. He
next showed that tlie foundations
of the west front of ‘the church
could still be seen in Pynson’s
Gardens, and that the, plan re-
cpnstructed William  of
Worcester’s measurements - fitted
exaetly the great ordnance map
of 1878, enabling us even to say
that the length of William of
Worcester’s step was exactly 19
inches. The town wall was uti:
