The
Methodist College Literary Institute
believes that they should. The sub-

decided in the affirmative by a majority
of the Institute.

AFFIRMATIVE. .

The affirmative side wished to point

out, first, that allowing wolnen to en-

Y | ter the church for ordination was not |

like granting the franchise to women.
In the latter case all women, irrespec-
tive of status, ability or training
would be favored. In the present case
only women who qualified would be
involved. The affirmative side did not
for a moment ask the Institute to vote
that any woman be admitted for or-
dination, but only those women who
measured up to the necessary qual-
ifica-s, the same as men applicants for
ordination did.

If a woman did measure up the
necessary qualifications why should
she be debarred from entering the
pulpit. The only difference between
a male and a female who were of
equal qualifications was the difference
of sex. Should women thercfore be
condemned because of their sex, if
they qualified? It was only for womer
who qualified mentally, temperamen’
ally and vocationally, that the affi-
mative asked for this permission to
serve,

As a matter of fact, of course, they
said, women already filled many
places in the church—missionaries
and evangelists in China and India
and Africa, They were admitted to
the church to do the “dirty work,”
but the negative would not agree to
letting them filll the positions at
home, altho the positions were none
the less arduous or difficult to fill.
Give them the hard work to do, but
keep them from the little honor that
went with the ministry., That was
not fair. While the affirmative side
was really not oconcerned with
whether women did actually measure
up to the standard or not, by the
wording of the resolution, that side
did not mind dealing with the facts.
What were the facts? Women did
measure up. There were women
lawyers, women musicians, women
sculptors, women artists, women
journalists, women evangelists and
woman missionaries. Would there
not be women to measure up to the
| qualifications of the ministry? It
| was not because St. Paul was un-
| complimentary to women that we
should in this twentieth centovry fail
to give them their rights. St. Paul
was an old bachelor, anyway. His
attitude toward women was notorious-
1y cynical. - There was one more point
{ which the affirmative wished to notice
{ —that was the old parrot cry about
about women’s place being in the
home. If women’s place was in the
home why did the professions admit
women to their ranks? Why §Gid the
church admit women for various
‘vocations? Why were there women
; nurses, clerks, doctors, ete, etc. Wo-
lmnn'ﬂ place was in her home, but
there were exceptions.

’ NEGATIVE.

The negative side based its case on
three main points. First, it was no
| “parrat-cry” that woman’s place was
in:the home. It was literally true.
« Nature had so designed it. “Woman
was man’s helpmeet. Woman was the
complement, the rounding off of man.
