Wesleyan Methodist Soiree.
The Soiree in connection with the Wes­

leyan Methodist Church of this toWn took 
place on Tuesday evening, and was well 
attended We may presume that it fully 
realized anticipations. Tea was served 
in the basement, and it was after nine 
o’clock before all the assembly had finish­
ed their repast. But while some were 
waiting for those who, more fortunate 
than themselves, had been able to obtain 
early seats at the tables,and as Time was 
neither waiting nor disposed to linger, 
the Rev. Messrs Hogg, Torrance and 
Wood addressed them ; and as those who 
had eaten and were satisfied came up, the 
supperless ones went down, leaving the 
intellectual feast to partake of that which 
would contribute to their physical sus­
tenance. Thus the asi-embly was amused 
alternately, by satisfying the sterner 
wants of nature, and by listening to ad­
dresses calculated to strengthen and im­
prove their minds. The well-trained 
choir too should not bo forgotten, as it 
did its part most effectively. The Rev. 
Lachlan Taylor, who is now Doctor of 
Divinity, was to make tiie speech of the 
evening, and shortly after nine o’clock he 
began. He propoc d, us he said, to take 
a short tour through Italy, thau which at 
the present day no land attracts more at­
tention. He referred to the advances of 
the Uaribaidians against Rome, and 
prayed that the time would speed on 
when neither Victor Emmanuel, Napo­
leon, nor any one else shall attempt to 
stem the tide of victory sweeping over 
the vine clad hills of Italy, when the Pa­
pacy shall bo abolished. He gave a de­
scription of Ci vita Vecchia, which is 47 
miles from Rome, and told of the extreme 
destitution of the people, one-fifth of the 
population of Rome being beggars. He 
was at Rome on the anniversary of St. 
Peter, anff saw the splendid illumination 
of the magnificent edifice which bears his 
name, which occupied one hundred and 
twenty-three years in building, and cost 
ten millions sterling. The Doctor dwelt 
a long time in describing this truly amaz­
ing structure, and did not conclude until 
11 o’clock. The choir then sang a piece, 
and the assembly dispersed.

ARMSTRONG. McCRAE & Co.’s WOOL­
LEN FACTORY.

Some months ago when the building of 
this Hosiery and Yarn Factory was first 
spoken of, we hailed the project as a most 
hopeful one, and as an indication that ere 
long the woollen manufactures of Guelph 
would become not only profitable but 
much more widely extended. Messrs. 
Armstrong, McCrae& Co. have set a good 
example, in the enterprise which they 
displayed in starting such an extensive 
factory, and the energy and spirit Vhich 
they manifested in pushing on the work 
connected with the building and fitting 
up the machinery. Operations began in 
the month of April, and by the middle of 
August the factory was in running order. 
The unfortunate fire which occurred 
shortly after caused considerable loss and 
delay, but as the machinery was not 
materially injured, and as the repairs 
were promptly commenced as soon after 
the fire as possible, no time waa lost in 
getting everything to rights again, and 
we are happy to say the factory is now 
in full running order.

The building stands on the corner of 
Huskisson and Surry streets, with the 
main front looking towwds the Market. 
It is, including the scouring and engine 
house, 83 feet long by 84 deep, and is-two 
storeys and a-half high. It is built en­
tirely of stone, and is a fine specimen of 
tape-pointed rubble work. Mr. Stephen 
Boult was architect and superintendent, 
Mr. Thos. Dobbie contractor for the ma­
son work, Mr. James Barclay for the 
carpenter work, Mr. Wm Day for the 
plastering, and Mr. W. H. Jacomb for the 
painting and glazing. The upper or half 
etprey is used as a store room, and for 
sorting the wool. Here the wool is care­
fully gone over by hand, and all dirt or 
foreign substances removed from it. The 
wool used for fine hosiery is the South- 
down or Merino, and the common Cana­
dian long wool is made into stocking 
yarn, or worked up in the coarser kinds 
of hosiery. At present the firm are test­
ing the quality and suitableness of the 
Ohio and Michigan Merino wool for the 
finer kinds of work they turn out.

After being carefully hand-picked, the 
wool is taken down stairs to the floor 
below, where It is put through the picker, 
a little circular machine which revolves 
rapidly, thoroughly separates the fibres 
of the wool, and throws | it out ready 
for the breakers. There are two broad 
set of these breakers—48 inch cylinders— 
and a condenser. These machines are 
very elaborate and beautifully finished, 
and along with the jacks were made by 
Webster, Dustin &Co., of Lawrence,Mass. 
The wool after being put through these 
machines is ready for the spinning "jack,’! 
which stands in front of them, occupying 
more than two-thirds the length of the 
building. There are 240 spindles on this 
jack, so that one can form an idea of the. 
quantity of yarn spun in a day. The 
spools on which the yam is run are then 
taken to the spooling machine on the 
ground floor. This is a simple yet ingen­
iously contrived little machine, by which 
the yarn is unwound from the spindles 
on to a roller. These are fitted on to the 
doubling jack—of 108 spindles—on which 
machme the yarn is doubled and twisted 
to whatever degree may be required. 
After undergoing this process the yarn is 
put on the reeling machine and made 
into hanks.

The scouring and engine house is se­
parated from the main building by a 
stone wall, an iron door communicating 
with the two apartments. In the scour­
ing house are all the necessary applian­
ces for cleaning the yarn or hosiery— the 
scouring machine and wringer, fulling 
machine, hot and cold water tanks. The 
water is heated by the exhaust steam 
from the engine passing through a large 
iron vessel, securely rivetted and made 
water tight. Above is the drying room, 
where- the wool or manufactured goods 
are dried by the heat from the toiler. 
The machinery is run by an excellent 12 
horse power engine, from the found of 
Messrs. Evatt, Inglis & Co., the boiler 
having a capacity for running a 16 horse 
power engine. Though under the same 
roof, both engine and toiler may to said 
to be isolated from the rest of the build­
ing, being separated by strong walls and 
doors well protected from fire. Cast iron 
pipes are being laid from the toiler round 
each apartment, and part of the exhaust 
steam will to run through these, by 
which means they will be sufficiently 
warmed in winter, thus obviating the 
necessity of heating stoves.

The stocking frames are located in an 
adjoining house. This department may 
to said to be an extension of the business 
formerly carried on by Messrs. Armstrong 
& Anderson. Since the new firm was for­
med, however, considerable additions 
have been made to the machinery, and 
now there are altogether ten frames in 
operation. Some of these are adapted 
for plain, others for ribbed work. Two 
of them are what are called the broad

frames, and are very fine machines. They 
were all made in Hawick, Scotland, and 
one of the broad frames recently import­
ed cost $250. The different articles man­
ufactured, after being scoured and dried, 
are taken to the finislrng room, where 
they are pressed, then folded, counted 
off, parcelled up and are then ready for 
the market. The factory when in full 
operation can turn out one hundred hairs 
of shirts and drawers a month, besides a 
considerable quantity of sale yarn, to 
say nothing of many dozen pairs of socks. 
The proprietors have lately been giving 
their attention more to the manufacture 
of the finer kinds of goods, in men’s and 
women's underclothing, and the quality 
and finish of some of the samples that we 
saw on our visit cannot be matched in 
Canada. Indeed, it would be superfluous 
praise from us to commend these goods, 
after they were awarded all the first pri­
zes at the late Provincial Exhibition. 
We may, however, state that the pro­
ducts of this factory are held in the first 
estimation among wholesale men, and 
more orders could have been secured in 
the season than the firm wotild have 
been able to fill. In addition to the 
common white and Shetland kinds, ho­
siery of all colours are also manufactured. 
Upwards of 30 hands, including those 
engaged in mounting and trimming the 
goods, will be required to work the fac­
tory to its full power. In wishing the 
firm all success in their undertaking, our 
hope is that the enterprise may be so suc­
cessful that by and by they will be indu­
ced to enlarge the factory, for in, thus 
adding to their own resôurcôs, they will 
alse ie adding to the

YESTERDAY 8 DESPATCHES.
London, Oct. 21, evening.—The ac­

counts of the state of affairs in the States 
of the Church are very conflicting. Tele­
grams from Florence represent that Mé­
notti Garibaldi not only maintains his 
position in the Roman territory, but hie 
command has been reinforced, and is 
hourly growing larger. On the other 
hand, despatches originating in Rome 
flatly contradict these statements, and 
assert that Menotti, with all his follow­
ers, have fled from the Papal Dominions, 
and abandoned the attempt on Rome.

Paris, Oct. 21, night.—Official assu­
rances have been given that the Govern­
ment will not find it necessary to send 
the military expedition across the Alps, 
and that the force which had been mas­
sed for that purpose will be immediately 
dissolved. The Bourse in consequence is 
greatly relieved, and rentes are buoyant.

A despatch from Toulon states that or­
ders have been received countermanding 
the sailing of the fleet for the relief of 
Rome, and the troops were disembarking 
from the transports and returning to their 
barracks.

Florence, Oct. 21.—The King has sum­
moned Gen Cialdini to Florence; end en­
trusted to him the formation of a Minis­
try. The people suspect that the new 
Cabinet is being formed in the interest 
of the French Emperor. Petitions are 
pouring in from all parts of Italy protes­
ting against the desertion of the national 
cause by the government.

Ratazzi addressed a large crowd who 
were making a demonstration in favor 
of Garibaldi. He declared, in the most 
emphatic manner, that King Victor Em­
manuel would maintain the honor of the 
nation in the crisis through which it was 
passing. Garibaldi has issued another 
proclamation, which adds to the prevail­
ing excitement. He expects the people 
of Italy to persevere in their patriotic 
struggle, and bids them hope that the 
national honor may yet be redeemed.

Rome Oct. 21.—The Count de Barges, 
French Minister to Rome, had an audi­
ence of Pius IX. at Vatican. The Min­
ister officially assures his holiness, in the 
name of the Emperor Napoleon,whatever 
circumstances would arise from the Gari- 
baldian invasion of the Pontifical terri­
tory, or the attitude of the King of Italy, 
France would not fail in her aid to the 
Holy See and defence of its authority.

The garrison of the city of Rome has 
been reinforced by volunteers enlisted 
for the most part in France and Spain. 
The town of One, on the Tiber, which 
was lately taken by the revolutionary 
invaders, has been re-captured by a de­
tachment of the Papal army. There was 
no fight, as the Garibaldians retired from 
the place.

It is stated that the Italian Government 
has declared itself powerless to arrest the 
bandsof Garibaldian invaders crossing the 
frontier, or to protect the Holy See from 
their assaults.

London Oct. 12—Dispatches from the 
Continent at a late hour report the Italo- 
T oman situation as improved very much. 
It dy satisfies the demand of France re. 
lative to an exact observance of thç, 
terms and fulfilment of the duties im­
posed by the September convention, and 
it is hoped that war between the two coun­
ties has been averted thereby. There are 
no more French trooops gone to Toulon, 
and the force which was held to sail at that 
port has been re-embarked. All war 
preparations ordered in France have 
been countermanded.

Gen. Cialdini, of the Italian army, suc­
ceeds Ratazzi as Prime Minister of the 
King, and will proceed to form a new 
Cabinet, having an anti-revolutionary 
policy. The Moniteur announces defi­
nitely that the expedition to Italy has 
been countermanded. Italy pledges an 
observance of the treaty.

Liverpool. Oct. 21—The Royal Bank of 
Liverpool has suspended payment and 
closed its doors, Liabilities estimated at 
£4,500,000 stg. It is thought the Rank 
will be able to resume business.

London, Oct. 21st—1The prize fight be­
tween Mace and Baldwin, for the ch»m-, 
pionship, has been given up.

Dublin, Oct. 21—The trials of General 
Nagle, Col. Warren, and other prominent 
state prisoners implicated in tne Fenian 
conspiracy will commence on Nov. 25th, j 
before a special commission. It is said , 
the United States Government will pro­
vide for the defence of Nagle and War­
ren. The informer Reilly has been shot 
and badly wounded near the city, and 
several policemen have recently been 
fired upon in the night, but none have 
been hurt. Thp authorities are engaged 
in a vigorous search for the perpetrators 
of the outrages.

the same source that our government has 
applied to the British authorities for the 
immediate consideration of all cases of 
Fenianè who claim to be citizens of this 
country, and for the discharge at once of 
all against whom no valid charge of vio­
lation of the law can be established.

From Havana.
Havana, Oct. 22—Advices from Puerto 

Cabello to 13th inst., have been received.
A revolution against the authority of 
President Acosta of Columbia had broken 
out in the State of Bolivar. Gen. Men- 
dosea was at its head. The government 
of Veneznla ordered the continuance of 
war against the rebels in the interior of 
that country, and arrested the revolution­
ists. The government had issued a proc­
lamation that all foreigners and native» 
arriving in that country will be consider­
ed liable to bear arms within 24 hours 
after. President Falcon has secured sup­
port of the Brazilian minister in his oper­
ations against the rebels.

Breaking of Lamp Chimneys.—Every 
person who has had any experience with 
lamp chimneys is aware of the seemingr 
ly singular want of uniformity in the 
length of time they will stand use. Some 
will last for months, while others, appar­
ently as sound and good, will break after 
& short use. without any apparent cause. 
An exchange says the great cause of their 
being brittle and breaking so easily, lies 
in the material they are made from. There 
is " shoddy” in glass as well as in cloth. 
Cheapness being the order of the day, a 
great many manufacturers make chim­
neys from siliciate of lime instead of the 
siliciate of lead. The uninitiated may 
tell the difference of the chimneys made 
of these different qualities of glass by 
ringing them ; the vibration frofo the 
load glass chimney has a sweet, bell-like 
sound, while the lime glass has a short, 
harsh sound. The difference of the cost 

manufacture is only, in material, about 
teen cents per dozen. Another point is 

in annealing ; chimneys as a general rule 
are not annealed ; under a powerful micro­
scope the difference can be seen in the

frlass ; the particles in the annealed glass 
ie close and compact, while the unan­

nealed seem ready to diverge.—American 
Artisan. .
