WELLINGTON FALL ASSIZES.
Court House, Guelph,

Wednesday, Oct. 7.
This forenoon, the Grand Jury brought

The trial of the 
case was appointed for Friday morning, 
the prisoner’s Counsel being Mr. Hurd, 
of Brantford.

The show to a casual observer, was but 
very little behind that of former years, 
and the entries were as usuttl large, foot­
ing up to 1,200. The display in the 
horse class always attracts a great deal 
of attention in Erm, and deservedly so, 
for in no Township in this or neighbour­
ing counties, will be found better horses, 
or which are in better condition. The 
competition was keen in some classes— 
especially for carriage horses—'and for 
the special prize offered by the three 
hotel keepers in Erin, five entries of 
very superior animals were made, and 
the competition created great interest. 
Thorough-bred stock was not so numer­
ous as in some Townships, but we mark 
every year a great improvement in this 
•lass, for there are not a few valuable 
animals now in the hands of many lead­
ing farmers. Grades were fully up to 
the average. The sheep were as usual 
excellent, and some of the best would have 
done credit to the herds of first-class 
breeders. Pigs were up to the old stand­
ard, and the poultry were numerous and 
comprised some of the best breeds.

Erin is always noted for its grain, and 
this year there was as fine a display as we 
recollect to have seen. There was some 
very pretty wheat, and the same remark 
will apply to the barley, peas, and oats. 
Potatoes were not so plentiful as we have 
seen, nor were the samples so good as 
last year; Turnips were excellent, how­
ever, and so' were mangolds, carrots, 
cabbages, etc. There was a splendid dis­
play of onions, and there was one lot of 
five or six of the largest onions we ever 
saw.
