INDIA’S ASPIRATIONS

The verbatim report o? the speech
of Mr, Dabahai Gaoro.i before the
Indian National Congress at Cal-
cutta, shows how closely British
liberal institutions are studied by
the educated natives and how great-
ly they desire them for themselves.
For instance, Mr. Naoroji quoted a
recent speech of Sir Henry Camp-
bell-Bannerman at Stirling in which
the British prime minister said:
“Rood government can never be a
substitute for government by the
people themselves,”” and he insisted
throughout his remarks on the right
of Indians as British subjects to
govern themselves. He said, just as
the administration of the United
Kingdom in all services, gdepart-
ments and details in the hands of
the people . of that country, so
should we in...India claim the same
rights and privileges; that, as in
the United Kingdom and the colon-
les, all taxation amd legislation and
the power of spending the taxes are
in the hands of the representajtives
of the people, so should also be the
rights of the people of India;
all financial relations between KEng-
land and India must be just anid on
a footing of equality—that is what.
ever money India may find towards
expenditure in any department, civ-
KI.. railitary or naval, to the extent
of that share should Indians share
in all the benefits of that expendi-
ture in salaries, pensions emolu-
ments, materials and so forth. The

That the
wrongs of Indians will be righted,
their grievances redresséd and in
time, self government granted them,
there cannot be a shadow of g
doubt; but, as a correspondent in
the Morning Leader shows, it is
not only in India that reforms are
needed amd grievances need to - be
redressed. There is an unfaviorable
contrast between the treatment of
Indian natives in the Transvaal and
im Portuguese Africa, for instamnce.
A decently dressed Indian may ent-
er any restuarant, hotel or p;\rk in
Lorenzo Marquis without fear of
annoyance, but in Johannesburg he
would be at once thrown out pro-
balbly by a Kaffir policeman. The
public library in the Partugese town
is at the disposal of amy respect-
able Indian, but the Pretoria muse-
um is reserved exclusively to Eu-
ropeans. Only in Portuguese terri-
tory may the Indian may become a
member of chamber of commerce,
and receptions, and generally live
like a free citizen in a free soun-
try. The correspondent quoted from
that at a tattoo dance
in Pretoria no Indian was allowed
to be present, and a few who were
looking on were ordered off by the
police. Other British colonies be-
sides the Transvaal treat their In-
dian fellow citizens shamefully. We
have ourselves shown meanness to-
wards them. But a brighter day is
already dawning.

The Question of Heaven

Editor Albertan—The expression and
argument used in Mr. Browning’s kind
and apparently sincere reply to my let-
ter about Heaven seems to suitably
convey the general idea of most minds
on the matter.

Next, Mr. Browning refers
23:43, where
the cross that he would be in para-
dise that day with Him. My friend
will note that the request of the thief
was, “Lord remember me when Thou
comest into Thy Kkingdom.” Note
“when Thou comest into Thy Kking-
dom.” Christ said, “I will.” THe
thief did not ask to go to the skies;
he asked for a place in the kKingdom,
and Christ promised him one, and
told him “today thou shall be in para-
dise with Me.” Now where was para-
dise: was it up in the sky, down in
the grave, or in the kingdom? It was,
I believe, in the grave. Paradise in
this case, from the facts I can gather,
seems to mean the peaceful sleep of
a believer waiting for resurrection into
the Kingdom of God and his Christ.
Paradise could not have meant the
Heaven above, because, when Christ
died  He went down into hell and re-
mained there till the third day and on
His resurrection Mary on recognizing
Him was forbidden to touch him, for
He said, “I have not yet ascend~d un-
to. My Father” in Heaven. Th«t was
three days after the day He told the
thief they would be together in para-
dise. Christ had not been to Heaven.
He had been to hell—and hell here
is the translator’s version of a word
meaning the grave. Therefore  the
thief went to the grave and his sleep
was the sleep of a believer’'s paradise.
There he sleeps until he shall awaken
in the resurrection to join in the King-
dom of God and to join in the peace
of a paradise of God on earth in the
age or world to come.

Next, I am referred to Luke 4:50,
where Christ is parted from his own
and goes up into Heaven. Although
I have often doubted the resurrection
of Jesus, seeing that the original
MSS. of the Gospel are strangely sil-
ent upon it, I am nevertheless ready
to believe it and that He went up to
the Heaven where the higher creation
live, i. €., the angels of God, from
whence He had come. It is here no
doubt that a great number of people
mistake the heaven of the angels for
the heaven of christians. Man will
never be an angel and he will never be
in the heaven where the anggls are—
at least the bible takes us no further
than our place upon the earth. The
passage my friend quotes distinctly
declares that Jesus went up to heaven
and the passage he next quotes Mark
13.25 declares that Jesus will come
again to the earth with great power
with the object of reigning king upon
it . A great space of time has here
elapsed between his going to heaven
and his returning during which many
christians have lived and died. Had
these christians gone to the same hea-
ven where Jesus was then they would
not have needed to be raised from the
dead at his coming. We are told that
“the dead in Christ shall be raised
first” and that “no man hath ascended
up in heaven but the Son.” We can-
not lay any claim to a place in that
heaven beyond the universe which' my
friend says the astronomers have not
vet discovered and we are not going
there. Christ may be there with the
angels or he may not—I believe he is
however, and I know from the bible
that when we who hope to see the
kingdom of God die we will not go
there. If we did how can you explain
the resurrection, what use of a resur-
rection of the “dead in Christ” when
we would be alive with Christ? The
fact remains that all believers who
have died and who die between now
and the resurrection “fall asleep in
Jesus” and like the thief who died nine
teen centuries ago must lie in the
grave of paradise until Christ comes
into his kingdom and reigns on earth.
Referring to Mat. 3.16 and 2 Cor. 11.4
believe it was possible for Jesus and
Paul to see the heavens opened up to
them but this passage does not prove
they are opened up for us to go to.
There is every evidence of life in the
universe other than on this world and
in much likelihood it is a higher life—
but man belongs to the earth and the
purpose of the creator is not that we
shall leave it' but that in the ages
