of Five Frozen to Death.

PATERSON, N. J., Jan. 3.—Express train 
No. 7 over tho Delaware, Lackawanna and 
Western Railroad, due here from Hoboken 
at 8:30 o’clock Thursday night, met with a. 
serious accident at West Paterson. The 
locomotive suddenly struck an ice-covered 
switch and crashed into a train of flat cars 
loaded with pig iron.

Now, this knocks both theory and practical 
experience out of time, as it has always 
been thought that it required cattle in good 
condition and liberally fed to produce 
the best results. Now I have been wonder- 
ing if the report would be anything like 
the present one if the Board of Health 
would appoint a man to take up samples 
and deliver them to the analyst by num­
bers while he retained the names until the 
report is given to the Board of Health.

THE WORLD OF WORK.

Collapse of the Hull (Eng.) Strike—A 
Labor Riot at Braddock. Pa.

The strike of the dock laborers at Hull 
has collapsed.

A general strike of stokers and coal 
trimmers was begun at Hamburg yester­
day.

Two thousand colliers near Merthyr 
Tydvil, Wales, have quit work on account 
of alleged grievances.

The decrease in the weekly traffic of the 
Scotch railways in consequence of the 
strike amounts to £27,000, Edinburgh is 
now the stronghold cf the strikers. The 
men continue to hold mass meetings in 
Glasgow, Edinburg and other railway cen­
ters, but the attendance is smaller. The 
North British Railway Company, for the 
first time since the strike, began yesterday 
running a full passenger service. Tho 
freight business showed evidence of im­
provement. The Caledonian Company’s 
freight traffic is heavy.

The strike of the Hungarian furnace men 
at the Edgar Thomson’s steel works at 
Braddock, Pa., resulted in a serious riot 
yesterday. The Hungarians quit work at 
midnight. About 100 men remained at 
work repairing furnaces. About 1 o’clock 
200 strikers armed with clubs, shovels, re­
volvers, iron bars and other weapons at­
tacked the furnace. The men at work were 
unprepared, but bravely stood their ground. 
The Hungarians used their weapons freely, 
and men were knocked down, clubbed, 
bruised and unmercifully beaten. The 
Hungarians were finally beaten off, when it 
was found that Michael Quinn was fatally 
hurt, Andrew Kramer, John Neason and 
Patrick Briggs, all workmen, had been 
seriously wounded, and a dozen others 
more or less injured. The sheriff has sworn 
in 200 deputies and ordered all the saloons 
in Braddock closed.

CHAUNCEY DEPEW’S PLAN.

The Movement Against the Canadian 
Railway*.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 2.—The statement is 
made that the proposition to require the 
Canadian railways to take out a license, 
which has been introduced in the House by 
Mr. Burton, is a suggestion of the Vander­
bilt roads, but it is a little difficult to see 
how, with the Vanderbilt connections in 
Canada, they can be interested in such a 
movement. The story is that Chauncey M. 
Depew has planned a campaign which will 
be aggresive yet conservative. His roads 
won't ask to have the Canadian lines out- 
lined, nor will they insist on withdrawing 
the consular agents of the United States, by 
whose aid transhipment in bond is carried 
on. Mr. Depew’s plan is simply to place 
the Canadian roads under the authority of 
the Inter-State Commerce Commission. This 
is to be done by a license system.

A day or two before Christmas a bill was 
introduced in the House by Representative 
Burton, of Cleveland, Ohio. It may have 
been only a coincidence that John Newell, 
president of the Lake Shore road, was here 
about the same time. The Burton bill re­
quires any railroad doing business partly in 
the United States and partly in adjacent 
foreign countries to obtain from the Inter- 
State Commerce Commission a license te 
engage in such business, which license may 
be revoked if the bolder violates the inter­
state commerce laws. The Vanderbilt reads 
have had their representative here for a 
fortnight past feeling the Congressional 
pulse and preparing the way for legislation. 
He is Gen. John MeNulta, an Illinois 
lawyer and politician. It is stated that 
Gen. MeNulta enjoys the confidence of 
Chairman Cooley, of the Inter-State Com­
merce Commission, in a marked degree. 
Gen. McNultai is a neighbor and political 
friend of Senator Cullom, chairman of the
