Canadian officers 
made no blunders; Canadian troops 
fought with a steadfast bravery that 
proved them worthy companions-In- 
arms of the disciplined veterans of 
England, Scotland and Ireland. They 
contributed some of the most glorious 
chapters of the war. They have proved 
that military virtues may be nourish­
ed in the bosom of a country eschewing 
militarism and devoted to the arts of 
peace. They have given Canada an 
inspiring assurance of her own ability 
to care for herself should the hand of 
war ever be laid upon her.

keys, tiara and pallium which make up 
the crest of the Roman Church.

But the slippers fade into insignifi­
cance before the value of the innumer­
able pairs of gloves. These gloves are 
of finest white wool.

That sounds modest; but, as it hap­
pens. the wool is embroidered in costly 
pearls. The material for the gloves, as 
for all woolen garments worn by the 
pope, is made from the fleece of a 
special flock of sheep dedicated to this 
purpose and owned by a family that 
has since the middle of the sixteenth 
century enjoyed the privilege.

From this herd of fifty sheep, a 
number of lambs are set aside each 
year. On Jan. 21 these lambs are 
taken to the pope and. in an Impressive 
ceremony, receive the papal blessing. 
After that, they are kept for a year at 
a convent near Rome and are cared for 
in the most elaborate and punctilious 
fashion.

The year being passed, the lambs are 
shorn and the nuns weave the fleece 
into palliums for the pope. The pal­
lium. a long strip of white wool, adorn­
ed only by a gold cross at each end 
is the most sacred of priestly vest­
ments, and is worn around the neck 
and body, the ends falling over the left 
shoulder. Before Pope Leo wears one 
of his many palliums it must lie for a 
certain length of time upon the sar­
cophagus of St. Peter.

Many of the papal vestments are set 
with rich jewels and stiff with gold 
and silver; but these gorgeous gar­
ments are seldom worn since the Vati­
can lost its temporal power and the 
pope has given up grand public cere­
monies. One of the jeweled robes, the 
famous cappa magna, or great cape, is 
so thickly set with gems that its weight 
alone would prevent the old and frail

Bicyclesfavorites are guava, loquat. orange, 
lemon, lime, cocoanut. custard-apple, 
pineapple, fig, banana, pawpaw, grape, 
currant and berry. The cocoanut is 
used just before maturity, when the 
meat is still soft and pulpy. In gen­
eral. the fruit is cut up. cooked with 
very little sweetening, and boiled down 
to a granular paste and then preserv­
ed by the addition of some vinous 
fluid.

The Mexicans today employ brandy, 
aguardiente, mescal, or strong wine, so 
that the finished product bears a 
vague resemblance to our own bran- 
died peaches. With the exception of 
the guava, it is seldom that one fruit 
is used alone. The common practice 
is to combine two or more: cocoanut, 
guava, and orange are one pleasant 
combination: cocoanut. orange and 
pineapple and pawpaw a third: raisins, 
orange, banana and cocoanut are a 
fourth. Some 30 or 40 combinations 
are recognized by the rustic house- 
wives.

When the fruits have been properly 
boiled down they are transferred to 
an earthenware jar or a tin can. cov­
ered with the liquor, and then the can 
is sealed with paper or other material. 
These "dolces" are very economical, 
costing hardly as much as apple but­
ter and quince butter in our own mar­
kets.
