thought that Edmonton has outstripped Calgary in political prestige 
and that his own career as a legislator in one of thé new provinces is 
to be blighted by a long period in Opposition.

Premier Haultain, who speaks here tonight, will not tell his audi­
ence that the school clauses of the Autonomy Bill embody his own 
proposals, as submitted to Sir Wilfrid Laurier in a draft bill two years 
ago. He will not dwell on his statement that if he were dictator of 
the new provinces tomorrow, he would not change by one jot or little 
the school system in vogue there now and perpetuated by the Au- 
onomy Bill. He will not touch on his real sore spot—namely that 
the erection of the territories into provinces will, very likely, deprive 
him of his occupation as Premier.

The west being indifferent, what about Ontario? If the school 
clauses constitute the grave crisis they are said to do—if they are 
coercion ever so slightly disguised—why it is that no man of light and 
leading has identified himself with the crisis to the extent of taking 
chances in a popular election? Toronto has been taking a large part 
in the discussion. Two newspapers have been screaming themselves 
hoarse in an effort to serve the country and put on more circulation 
in a city which is supposed to be Orange and.Tory. There are Con­
servatives in London who say that Toronto forced this election on 
them. If Toronto was so anxious to tend to other people's knitting, 
why didn't it provide a candidate? Where is Billy Maclean, who was 
willing a few weeks ago to resign his seat in South York to run any­
where? It is within everybody’s memory that the editor of the World 
was going round asking people to tread on the tail of his coat! 
Where is the tail of his coat now? It looks as if Quixote had renigged. 
The name of Mr. J. S. Willison occurs, an after-dinner speaker of 
groat skill, a man of large attainments and tranchant opinions, a 
Titan among journalists, a Conservative who displays the fervor of 
recent conversion, a foremost opponent of coercion. Would the Con­
servative party have thought that he was butting in if lie had agreed 
to run in London, instead of Billy Gray?

The mountain labors and brings fortli a mouse. Either Billy Gray 
is not as big as the crisis or the crisis is not as big as Billy Gray. 
To save everybody's feelings we lean to the latter view. Billy does 
not look like the man of destiny. The shoes are too big for him, and 
there's a lot of slack in the back of the coat.

If he had had any notion that Fame had 
marked him for lier own, he would hardly have acted as strike-break­
er in 1899 and knifed union labor, as he did. The great man looks far 
ahead. He knows how to say nothing and saw wood. Billy Gray, on 
the other hand, has made breaks.

stand tuberculosis, as a rule, except that 
they know it is contagious, and a fear 
is spreading among the people. Those 
afflicted with the disease are looked at as 
if they were a distinct class.” The 
speaker went on to show how hospitals, 
houses of refuge, etc., were afraid of 
consumptive patients and told of many 
lieart-rending instances where persons 
afflicted with the white plague were un­
able to secure proper treatment, or even 
a comfortable place in which to pass 
their last days, by reason of this fear. 
The Gravenhurst instutition was design­
ed to meet needs which could not be fill­
ed by the individual counties. There had 
been 25 patients altogether from Middle­
sex in the sanatorium, and yet the as­
sociation asked the county for an en­
dowment of only $300. He explained that 
people were loath to admit that they were 
tubercular, and the association’s aim 
was to get them in the incipient stages.

A councilor remarked that he had heard 
that there were private funds Invested 
in the sanatorium.

Mr. Young asserted that there was not 
a dollar so invested. No one made a cent 
out of the institution, and the books 
were open to all for inspection. The 
sanatorium was purely a charitable in­
stitution.

Mayor Campbell and a deputation of 
ladies from the Daughters of the Empire 
appeared before the council and asked 
for a. grant for the monument fund. The 
mayor and Mrs. Leonard, the regent, 
spoke, explaining that about $3,500 had al­
ready been collected, and that $7,000 was 
the sum aimed at. Referred to finance 
committee. Warden Piper contributed $5 
from his own pocket.

The school population was 4.825, a 
decrease of 125 from the previous year. 
The average attendance was 2,637.4, or 
54.6 per cent of the number enrolled.

There were three fewer male teach­
ers than in the previous year, and 21 
fewer than four years ago.

Of the 112 teachers employed, 3 held 
first-class; 69 second-class, and 40 
third-class certificates. The Normal- 
trained teachers were thus 64.3 per cent 
of the whole number employed. Four 
years ago they were 47 per cent. This 
increase in the number of professional 
teachers is due to the following 
causes: That scarcely any certificates 
have been extended; the proximity of 
the Normal School, and the better sal­
aries paid. The average length of ex­
perience of all the teachers employed 
was 5.7 years.

The highest salary was $550; lowest, 
$225; average salary paid all teachers 
was $340 77, an increase of $21 27 over 
that of the previous year, and an in­
crease of $45 70 over that of 4 years 
ago. The average salary paid male 
teachers was $406 65, an increase of 
$27 82 over that of last year, and of 
$87 20 over that paid four years ago, 
when salaries were at their lowest ebb. 
The average salary paid female teach­
ers was $320 86, an increase of $19 96 
over that of last year, and of $43 25 
over that of four years ago.

Forty-four sections now receive the 
property grant of $5 given annually. 
Eleven sections have received the 
grant for establishing libraries.

At the meeting of the Middlesex 
County Council this morning, the an­
nual report of the East Middlesex 
schools was submitted by Inspector 
Thompson.

The financial statement showed total 
receipts of $76,316 92 from all sources, 
with expenditures of $51,016 13, of which 
$37,730 37 was for teachers’ salaries, and 
$13,285 76 for all other purposes. The 
expenses increased $606 34 over the pre­
ceding year. The balance on hand is 
$25,300 79.

Inspector Thompson mentions that 
teachers’ salaries increased $1,789 53. 
The average cost per room throughout 
the inspectorate was $455 50, an in­
crease of $9 40 over last year. The 
average cost per pupil was $10 57, an 
increase of 39 cents over that of last 
year.

Of the Legislature grants, that 
divided on the basis of attendance and 
for conditions of the school house and 
equipment totaled $2,945. The continu­
ation class grant was $155. That for 
school libraries was $41 95. The con­
tinuation class grant was received by 
the following sections: Delaware, No. 
2; Dorchester, Nos. 4 and 15; London, 
No. 3; Nissouri, No. 5; Westminster, 
Nos. 10.

1897, the accused fraudulent­
ly received from Capt. Carter the sum 
of $575.749, knowing that the same had 
been stolen by him. and that the of­
fense of receiving stolen property is 
punishable under the laws of both 
countries, and is by the treaty, section 
3, an extradition crime.”

ing handed over to the United States 
authorities.

The Railway Committee.
Ottawa, June 6.—There was a meet- 

ing of the railway committee today, 
w hen the chairman, Mr. Campbell, an­
nounced that the Vancouver, Victoria 
and Eastern Railway bill was not 
ready. It was allowed to stand over.

He said he recognized that differences 
of view had arisen between himself 
and his colleagues, relative to the ex­
ecution of the foreign policy of France, 
particularly concerning the direction of 
the negotiations with Morocco.

Thereafter he had believed it to be 
desirable in the interest of the minis­
try and the country to place his resig­
nation in the hands of the President.

Premier Rouvier, in responding, ex­
pressed the regrets of his colleagues, 
adding a tribute to M. Delcasse for his 
past services. M. Rouvier thereupon 
announced that he would take ad in­
terim the duties of Minister of Foreign 
Affairs.

Paris, June 6, 2 p.m.—Foreign Minis­
ter Delcasse has resigned, and his re­
signation has been accepted. Premier 
Rouvier will temporarily assume the 
portfolio of Minister of Foreign Af­
fairs.

His resignation was presented at a 
meeting of the Council of Ministers 
held at the Elysee Palace under the 
presidency of President Loubet. The 
council opened at 1:10 p.m. and lasted 
nearly two hours. The meeting aroused 
deep interest, owing to the belief that 
the Moroccan situation would result in 
a ministerial crisis. M. Delcasse. in 
submitting his resignation, explained 
the reasons leading up to his action.
