Presidents Lee and Garret- 
son arrived here this morning from 
Toronto, and immediately went into 
conference with Vice-Presidents Mur- 
dock and Berry, and it is believed this 
gathering of strike officials has to do 
with the lines now busily working to- 
wards a settlement. The chief ob- 
stacle in the way is the demand of 
the men that they all get their own 
jobs back again regardless of the new 
men taken on by the Grand Trunk dur-| 
ing the strike. This President Hays is 
not inclined to do.

Situation Here.
The strike situation locally is very 

quiet today. There is a good deal of 
speculation in many quarters as to 
what the engineers may do on Monday, 
but nothing of a definite character can 
be learned.

It was stated that some of the en- 
gineers were considering going out on 
the ground that their lives are endan- 
gered by the class of men operating 
the trains. At strike headquarters, it 
was stated that absolutely nothing has 
been heard from the engineers, except i 
that they are in sympathy with the 
men who are out.

Keeping It Dark.
"If they are anticipating doing any- 

thing," said a striker today. "They 
are keeping it absolutely dark, and 
will spring it suddenly."
