AGAIN DISCUSSED

Joint Committee Appointed to
Report to Board of
Health.

A conference between the ‘City Couneil
and the Board of Directors of the Jubilee
hospital, took place yesterday afternoon
in the Mayor's room. There were present
His Worship Mayor McCandless, Aldermen
Kinsman, Yates, Cameron, Grahame and
Bsronard, the hospital being represented by
y\'lu‘»l"residcnt Day and Directors Wilson,
[Foreman, Davies, Shotbolt, Pemberton and
Letwis, Secretary Elworthy also ‘being pres-
ent.

Mr. Davies, at the suggestion of Vice-
President Day, explained the report in
detail, and pointed out that the Jubilee
hospital board comsidered that better re-
sults would be accomplished if placed un-
der its control.

‘The recommendations of the committee
had been accepted by the Hospital bhoard.
It was necessary that the ésolation building
be put in a state of repair. It was further
considered proper that the Council should
build a septic tank for the requirements
of both the Jubilee and isolation hospitals.
The per diem rate had been fixed at $3.50,
which was $1.55 less than the cost to the
city in 1902. The agreement between the
Jubllee -hospital and 'Council would be for
a year if adopted. If there was any loss
the hospital would stand it, and if any
zaln would be used for the betterment of
the isolation hospital. The subject was
discussed at length by Mayor McCandless,
Vice-President Day, Director Alex. Wilson
and Aldermen Cameron and Yates. One
ot the chief difficulties was in respect to
the duties of the city health officer. This
official had charge of the isolation hospital,
and it was suggested that the City Coun-
cil entrust the payment of this official to
the hospital .the health officer being placed
on the Jubilee staff.

During the discussion, it transpired that
no one present was able to state definitely
what condition the buildings ware in, what
they consisted of nor what amount ft
would cost to place them in the condition
the divectors considered they should be put
in.
