81 :—The recent sppointment of an in-
ferior applicant to the position of chief 1i-
brarian has disappointed and disgusted all
those who looked for the establishment of
the institution on a firm basis, Itiss great
mistake to suppose that when suficient
funds o purchass the books were voted,suc.
cess was assured; the critical part was the
librarian’s appointment, and the manver in
which that part has been performed cer-
taloly invites the severest criticism.

The candidates were narrowed down to
thies, Mr, Dent, Mr, G. Mercer Adam
and the ﬁenl]eman who by the irony of
fate finds himself to be the temporary occu-
pant of the position. Of these three candi-
dates, it is safe to say that Mr, Dent was
marked out in advance by the discerning
part ot ublic opinion as the
most oapable man. Not only is
his literary record a distingnished
one, but the practical knowledge of what is
necessary in the selection and management
of & large public library is accurate and
thorough, He is acquainted with the great
libraries of Europe, has studied the methods
on which they are conducted, and is beyond
question the best bibliographer we have,

Of Mr. Adam’s claims also it is in.possi-
ble to spesk without respect, The mystery
is that Mr, Bain, of whom few had heard
until his greatness was thrust upon him by
the ill-advised vote of three weeks 8go, was
ever admitted as one of the eligible three,
But since a choice had to be made, why in
the name of outraged common sense did it
fall upon the least qualified candidate?
Either the library board had not brains
enough to recognize the right man, or allow-
ed discreditable motives to determine their
