The following is & rough description of
the hall : The outside appearance will be
that of a meat, subatantial, modern build-
ing of red brick, with stone foundations
and cut stone dressing, ornamented with
terra cotta panels, It will have a front.
age on Queen street of 60 feet by a depth
of 105 feet on Ciare street, and will be
four storys in height, The ground floor
will contain the main entrance, which will
be off Queen street throngh s large arch-
way, 14 feet wide, losed with hand
wrought iron -gates, forming a véti-
bule. The other portion of the front on
Queen street will be occupied with three
stores, which will run back 60 feet, and
will have a rear entrance off Clare street,

The architect
has taken every precaution to have large,
roomy, well lighted - landinges, he
second or intermediate floot running
along the side of the jpublic hall will
have a twelve foot oceiling, and will con-
tain the caretaker’sapartments, extra lodge
rooms, committee rooms, eto. The third
or top floor will be reserved exclusively ior
the use of the Orange association, and will
contain three large lodge rooms—one 50
feet by 35 feet, one 40 feet by 25 feet, and
one 32 feet by 22 feet. The ceilings of the
lodge rooms will be about twenty feet
high, and each lodge room will also have a
preparation room conveniently situated.
This floor will also contain s large dining
room for the use of the lodges, large,
roomy ante-rooms, committee rooms and
lavatories, These lodge rooms will have
all the partitions and floors doubly deaf-
ened, and each room will be neatly fin-
ished off with handsome door trimmings,
moulded cornices, etc, The lodge room
floor is reached by a stairway five teet
wide, starting at first floor and run-
ning up, with wusual Iarge landings.
These staircases will be enclosed with
brick walls, which will act as an escape
should the other portions of the hall take
fire. The buildings throughout will be
substantially erected and finished in firs -
class style, The architect has arranged
every ¥acillty for thoroughly lighting,
heating and ventilating it, and he will
epare no trouble in making it firet-class in
all its appointments. The trustees have
given him inatructions to make the building
the most complete and best equipped in the
city. Tre cost of erection, etc., will be
about $30 000, which,with the amount paid
for the site. 10 000, will make the total
expendirure nearly $40,000.

New York Herald : “The chief reason
why the European passenger steamship
business has ceased to be profitable to
some. of the old established companies,”
said a shipping agent of long experience
yesterday, *‘is & very simple one. This
idea of enormously large apd very fast
ships has been—well, no, you can’t exactly
say run into the ground, speaking of nau-
tical matters, can you ?—has been over-
done. These new, fast boats do not pay,
and never will, because their . running
expenses are too bigh, and they use so
much coal that it leaves very littie room
for cargo, 7
“Take the Etruria, for instance, the big
new Cunarder, She crosses the Atlantie
in six days and a half, but she burns 350
tons of coal a day, or 2275 tons in six days
and s half, and of course must carry at
least 3000 tons in her bunkers when she
leaves her dock, to be provided for acei-
dents, This ieaves x0om for only 400 tone
of cargo, and at the very low prices for
ocean freights which have prevailed for &
long time past there is very little margin
for profit,” ;
“Now compare a steamer like the
Germanic with the Etraria. The Ger-
manic makes the run in seven days and a
half, hking a day longer than boats like
the Ktruria, But she consumes only
100 tons of coal a day, or 750
tons, against the Etruria’s 2275.
