On these issues they all have pro-
nounced views. They all belong either
to the Ins or Outs and they' are all
either Protectionists or Tariff Reformers.
They will sacrifice any one and every one to
attain their end on either or both of these
questions. If they thought they could gain
or-bold office by ‘‘ coercing,” * gobbling” or
“ soft-soaping ” Canada they would do itin a
fiash. 1f they thought they could carry their
tariff policy by sacrificing Canada in any
way, they would not hesitate a moment.

And yet these *‘visiting statesmen” from
Canada go to Washington, allow themselves
to be pumped, patted on the back, dismissed
with hope, as if these men to whom they
bLave been giving information have any-
thing in \'liew but one or botb of the afore-
said objeé¢ts—office or tariff advantage.
Canada to them is a mere pawn in the game.

How extensiva this conspiracy to hand
over Canada to the United
politicians is The"World caa only guess, but
it is much greater than most Canadians |
imagine.

THE‘IEW DUTY ON LIVESTOCK

REFORM MEMBERS STRONGLY OP-
POSE THE INCREASE,

Bars in a Scott Act City—Sudden Illness
of the Secretary of State—Another Lot
of Tariff Deputations—Railway Subsidy

Seekers at the Capital—-General Ottawa
Notes.

OTTAwa, April 9.—A complaint by a
Fredericton paper that though the Scott Act
is the rule in that community three bars are
openly maintained in connection with the
Royal School of Infantry was read to the
House to-day by Mr. Gillmor. The article
complained that the young men who joined
the school for school courses were de-
moralised by these bars, which are in
connection with the canteen, the
sergeants’ mess and the officers’ mess, Mr.
Gillmor asked what the Minister of Militia
proposed to do about it and Sir Adolphe
Caron replied that he would have an enquiry
made.

Sir John Macdonald made a feeling refer-
ence to the death of the member for New
Westminster (Mr. Chisholm) and pathetically
remarked these sad events following so close-
1y, one upon the other, were reminders of the
uncertainty of human life.

The House having gone into committee on
the tariff resolution the clauses embodying
the orders in council adopted since the last
tariff bill were passed with brief discusion.
Then the new tariff was taken up. The
items respecting acid, acid phosphates
and precious stones evoked no dis-
cussion but there was a great flow
of oratory over the proposition that
live cattle, sheep and hogs should pay an
import duty of 30 per cent. in place of 20 per
cent. as formerly.

Mr. Foster explained that this increase was
about equivalent to the increase in the duty
on dead meats.

Sir Richard Cartwright, Mr. Charlton and
Mr. Mulock deplored this increase as serving
no good purpose and tending only to inspire
the United States with a feeling of hostility
to Canada.

Mr, Foster repudiated the idea that Can-
ada should have to consult the Unieed States
before passing legislation believed to be in
the interest of the Dominion. He ridiculed
the statement that this change in the tariff
was thrown out as a challenge to the
United States or could be described
as retaliation. The simple fact was,
he said, that the Government real-
ised that certain of the farmers’ products
did not receive proper protection, and this it
was proposed to give them. If Canadians
met with difficulties in the way of retaliatory
legislation they would face them not as
cravens, but as brave men. [Applause.] He
accused the Opposition of congucc nothing
less than criminal in endeavoring to create
the impression at home and abroad that
the Government were inspired with a mali-
cious desire for retaliation.

Sir Richard Cartwright, and after recess
Messrs. Charlton, McMillan (Hur.), Lander-
kin, McMullen, Bechard, Paterson (Brant),
Fisher and a host of others on the Opposition
side spoke against the change in this duty as
unwise in itself and a standing challenge to
the States.

NASTERS ANDMEN CNFIDENY

NO SIGNS OF THE REPAIRING OF
THE BREACH,

Federated Builders . Concede N

They Rely on the Influx of Outsiders—
* An Exodus Has Also Commenced—

Non-Union Men at Work—Who Will

Capitulate, the Bosses or the Men ?

The members of the Association of Fede-
rated Builders report that they do not pur-
pose conceding anything. The opening of
spring and the dnll times existing in the
smaller cities will, they claim, result in a
large influx of masons and brick-
layers to this city, and they will have no
difficulty in resuming work when they want

The executive committees of the strikers
state that everything is running smoothly
and that the reports are more favorable than
they had anticipated. Both sides have ac-
cepted the situation as inevitable and neither
will listen at this stage of the fight
to the suggestion of a compromise. The
strikers also allege that if they had wished
to act arbitrarily they might have ordered
all employes to cease work until all the
bosses as an association agreed to their terms,
instead of granting permits auowivl:rg men
work for any member of the Federated
Builders’ Organisation who is willing to pay
the price.

e association realise that the men are in
earnest and in several cases they have notified
the owners that they must ta.lly back on the
strike clause in their contracts. They express
their willingness to wait awhile and see what
the outcome will be.

The strikers’ meeting places are: Caledonia
Hall for stonemasons, Central Labor Hall for
laborers and Richmond Hall for bricklayers.
The halls were filled all day yesterday with
the men, who were full of determination.

What the Builders Say.

The battle has been inaugurated at the very
worst time the men could have chosen, their
statements to the contrary notwithstanding.
Said an empl?er yesterday: °*‘The great
activity in building the past two years and
the hundreds if not thousands of emp!
houses afford abundant proof that there wi
be little house building this year, while no
trouble will be experienced in securing
enough non-union men to erect the large/jobs
under contract.” ;

About 50 of the members of the Bricklay-
ers’ Union have asked for and obtained their
traveling cards and left the city. Fifteen or
20 of these have started for Denver, Colorado,
where it is claimed skilled workmen are
being paid $5 1\?e-r day of eight hours. Others’
have left for New York State and various
points. Quite a number ‘of additional em-
ployers of labor have conceded the advanced
wages. Most of these are small employers,
with from two to six hands. 8o far none of
the large employers have made the ad-
vance, but it was reported around
the strikers’ headquarters yesterday that
some of the association members who
had work under way which required com-
pletion had sub-let their work and the new
contractors were paying the increase. At a
fneeting of the bosses held the other night,
however, the understanding was arrived at
between those present that no sub-letting was
to take place. The Building Committee of
the Board of Trade building have granted the
36 cents asked.

The Sinews of War.
The names of all men out of work are
now being secured by Secretary Marsh
in order that a statement can be sent

to the secretary of the International
Bricklayers’ Union, at Cohoes,N.Y., giving a
statement of the number of married and
single men respectively who have been
assisted. As soon as this is done a per capita
assessment will be levied on " each member of
the union.

The duty of the pickets who have been
stationed by the several unions at all build-
ings in course af erection and at the stations
is to invite and endeavor to induce all non-
union men to come out. No attempt will be
made, the strikers say, to intimidate anyone.
Strangers arriving in the city will be in-
formed of the state of affairs and guaranteed
that if they join the strikers they will receive
the same assistance as those who went out on
strike.
