New York Sun : The folly, the 
madness, of embarking upon any un­
necessary and un-American policy 
that might in its working blow our 
neutrality sky high and embroil us 
not only with one great Power but 
with four sreat Powers is manifest 
to the plainest understanding.

Everything is absolutely normal in 
Germany. All the German ministers 
say so, whenever interviewed by an 
American correspondent. Just to 
show how absolutely normal every­
thing is in Germany, the German 
government has collared all the 
wheat in the country.

Rochester Herald :—We cannot 
help believing that the condition in 
Germany is even more serious than 
the German government is willing to 
let the Allies know just h jw desper­
ate things are becoming. But the 
British blockade has been effective, 
whii.i Gorman shipping everywhere 
on the high seas has been seized or 
destroyed. It may be that the war 
will end, not through the defeat of 
the .German armies, but through the 
hunger of the German people.

Kipling gives us some real notion 
of a new impetus to democracy in 
the volunteer army raised in Bntain :
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“The nephew of the insurance agent 
asks the cousin of the baronet to in­
quire of the son of the fried fish 
vendor what the stevedor’s brother 
and the tutor of the public school 
joined the army for."*1

The late Lord Roberts, shortly be­
fore his death, wrote a snlendid 
article in The Hibbert Journal on 
the war situation, in which he said :
' There is Rib-one duty for the Brit­
ish citizen at the present time—men 
and women, youpg and old, rich and 
poor, all alike, must place everything 
at the service of the state. Nothing 
must be kept back—time, energy, 
money, talents, even life itself, must 
be freely offered in this supreme 
crisis."

Canadian farm-rs have not kept 
pace with the oou.itry’s demand for 
live stock. During the first ten 
months of last year Canada import­
ed 112,238 sheep and 4,015,152 lbs 
of mutton and lamb. The imports 
of hog products for the same period 
amounted to 57,575 pounds of fresh, 
chilled and frozen pork and 8,340,- 
210 pounds of pork barreled in brine. 
During the same ten months there 
were imported 1,643, 728 pounds of 
fresh, chilled and frozen beef, and 
996,837 pounds of beef salted in 
barrels.

Philadelphia Ledger :—Of all call­
ings farming is the most beautiful. 
Mining has wonder and might in its 
potentialities, but its raw pictures 
are of grime and gloom. The sea is 
epic and romantic, but it lacks 
variety, and it mourns even when it 
sings. But agriculture—the third of 
the great sources of man’s susten­
ance and riches—is the whole range 
of joyous nature rioting in every 
form of beauty. It has not a single 
aspect of ugliness, not a suggestion 
of monotony. It has the colors of 
the flowers, the music of the birds, 
the miracles of the soil, with beauty 
everywhere.

Substantial increases have been 
made in the Australian tariff, affect­
ing a number of commodities largely 
imported from Canada. The first in­
crease is the general advance of frem 
five to ten per cent, in the preference 
upon goods manufactured in the 
United Kingdom, by advancing the 
goods imported from all other 
countries to that extent. The sec­
ond increase is in the duties from 
which increased revenue is desired, 
and the third increase covers the in­
creased protection promised to 
Australian industries. The principal 
Canadian products imported into 
Australia are, in the order named, 
agricultural implements, motor cars 
and vehicle parts, printing paper, 
lumber and tinned fish. Upon these 
items the duties imposed under the 
new tariff show substantial increases. 
On paper for instance, there has been 
an average increase of five per cent.

The national debt of the United 
Kingdom by the end of the fiscal 
year in March is likely to be 5,250 
millions, according to the Chan­
cellor’s reckoning. Yet that huge 
sum would not greatly embarrass the 
taxpayers, for as long ago as the 
close of the Napoleonic wars in 1815 
when by comparison with its con­
dition ^to-day England was a poor 
country with a small population, the 
debt was 4,500 millions. If when 
the present war terminates, the debt 
roaches 10,000 millions, the load 
will not be anything like so heavy, 
relatively, as it was then. Thirty- 
five years ago when it was thought 
she might have to co-operate with 
Turkey against Russia in order to 
protect India, "Lord Beaconsfield 
warned the Czar that England could 
find the money not for a single cam­
paign only but for as many as might 
be necessary to ensure the triumph 
of her cause. Mr. Lloyd George is 
impressing the same point on the 
Kaiser.

BELGIAN KONGO SAVAGES.
Cannibals In War Paint Whose Paat I* 

Black Mystery.
In bla book "Hunting and Hunted In 

the Belgian Kongo" llr. It. D. Cooper 
spenks of the remarkable people who 
live in the forest wilds:

“Threading our way down the stony 
path, winding In and out among the 
trees, we began to walk the remaining 
few miles along the sandy shore to 
Bullaba. A slight breeze sprang op 
from the southwest, and very shortly 
the sun had kissed the Bulegga moun­
tain peaks that rose thousands of feet 
sheer from the water’s edge in the 
west

“Gaunt forbidding sentinels of the 
Kongo! What strange people dwell 
behind yon—the dwarfs and others, 
with their poisoned implements of war 
—cannibalism with all Its attendant 
horrors—u people that cannot tell us 
of their past The ages gone by are 
all a blank to them. These people are 
akin to the beasts of the forest Inas­
much as they care only for the present 
They live for the present The past Is 
gone. No records have been written of 
them.

“The war paint of vermilion colored 
pigments which is smeared all over 
their bodies adds to the hldeousnesa 
of these savages, darting from rock 
to rock, hiding behind trees, lying hid­
den in the foliage overhead, waging 
war with all Tragedy follows tragedy 
behind those Bulegga mountains in the 
Kongo, to the south of which lie the 
enow capped crests of rugged Ruven­
zori.”

QUEER JOURNALISTIC FEAT.
It Hit the London Times and Boomed 

the Manchester Guardian.
Once there was an obscure subeditor 

of the Manchester Guardian in Eng­
land. It was a long time ago, and the 
Guardian was scarcely known outside 
of its own city.

The subeditor had a habit of drink­
ing ale until he was so drowsy that he 
could not lift his head from his desk. 
On one occasion the composing room 
was yelling for “copy,” as the editorial 
page was absolutely vacant

The subeditor had been asleep on 
bis desk for hours and bis pen had 
been idle. The foreman of the com­
posing room finally succeeded in arous­
ing the man and yelled in his ear that 
something must be done for copy.

Whereupon the sleepy one grabbed a 
pair of shears and clipped one whole 
column from the editorial page of the 
London Times.
