HAVE DONE GOOD WORK IN 

CANADA,—w
Crop Growers and Stock Breeders 

Pick Up Hints From Exhibits and 
the Show Ring Brings Stock to 
the Notice of Possible Bayers— 
No Better Advertising Medium 
Exists. 7

Probably the Institution that de­
serves most credit for the improve­
ment in our crops and live stock 
within the past fifty years is the 
agricultural exhibition, including all 
shows from the C.N.E. to the small­
est Fall Fair.. Farmers, as a rule, 
admit the value of the Fall Fair as 
an incentive to better agricultural 
practice, and recognize its importance 
to the commercial avancement of the 
country as a~ whole, but these facts 
Are likely to be lost sight of by towns­
people, who fail to see benefit to any 
but the prize-winners in donations 
of trophies or hard cash to ownei-s 
of superior crop samples or speci­
mens of cattle, sheep or other live 
stock breeds that are of superior 
excellence.

Agricultural shows, small and 
great, are credited With having 
brought about the advance of the 
British live stock industry to its lead­
ing position, and there is no ques­
tioning the fact that the fame of 
British breeds of live stock has done 
much in adding to the wealth of the 
country. The shows, several of them 
now known as world events, beside 
encouraging the breeders to increas­
ed effort at improvement of their 
stock, have done .more than anything 
else to advertise the high quality of 
the horses, cattle, sheep and swine 
produced in he British kdes. In fact, 
so closely is the show related to the 
commercial side of live stock raising 
in Britain that it is most usual for 
shows to be followed directly by 
sales, at which the prize-winning 
stock is, in many cases, sold to for­
eign buyers.

In Canada, fault is sometimes 
found with the fact that few breed­
ers, outside those who operate on a 
large scale, or showmen who acquire 
animals merely for show purposes, 
are able to stand the expense of tak­
ing their stock to thé big exhibitions. 
This is regretable, to some extent, 
but it must be allowed that the breed­
er who has stock fit to win at such 
Bhows will not be long in making 
money to stand the expenses of the 
show circuit. In any business, a man 
must crawl before he can walk, and 
for those who cannot tackle the big 
shows there is always the chance to 
bring good gnimals before the public 
at the leroer fairs. Moreover, one of 
the chief benefits of the big shows is 
the example In the way of good ani­
mals, that they bring before stock­
men who have not yet advanced any 
great way in breeding high-class ani­
mals on their own farms. The ex­
pression “the educational side of our 
agricultural exhibitions" is about 
worn threadbare, but it must be al­
lowed that the display of live stock 
made annually at such shows as To­
ronto, London, Ottawa, Brandon, 
Calgary and Edmonton are a liberal 
education for live stock breeders, who 
are not so far advanced in the art as 
are the exhibitors.

Not only in the live stock section 
do our agricultural shows provide 
displays that go to encourage improv- 
d production. Samples of high qual­

ity from crops, as found especially 
In the displays of sheaf grain, roots, 
vegetables and fruits, are often the 
first intimation received by new farm­
ers, of what can. be done in the way 
of crop production by the more ex­
perienced farmers. Other sections of 
the show, such as those reserved for 
kiachiuery, barn equipment, etc., 
bring hints of labor-saving possibili­
ties to the farmer show visitors that 
are likely to result in greatly increas­
ed production if taken and followed 
on the home farm.

Accounts of broken attendance re­
cords at this season’s fairs in Western 
Canada are an indication of the im­
portance attached to agriculture by 
all classes of the population, and it is 
to be hoped that the exhibition 
son in the East...where other in-Jas-

itnr, iLSL'a agncuncre piay a more 
Important part than in the Western 
provinces, may see the townsmen 
showing- their recognition of thé im­
portance of food production to the 
well-being of the whole population, 
by subscribing freely to the Fall Fai% 
prize list's and attending both the lo­
cal and central.

“Culling" Poultry.
Poultry culling demonstrations are 

being conducted throughout the pro­
vince by the Extension Department 
of the Ontario Agricultural College. 
It is impossible for officials in charge 
of this work' to cover all farm flocks, 
or even a fraction of them, therefore 
they are confining themselves to pri­
vate exhibitions here and there and 
to the breeding stations situated in 
every county. “Culling” has now 
been proven nearly a necessity in 
poultry husbandry. This method of 
selection, when compared with trap 
nest records, has showed itself al­
most infallible in -distinguishing 
boarders from layers. Contrary to 
general opinion, anyone with but a 
Blight understanding of poultry work 
can become an expert culler after 
closely watching a demonstration con­
ducted by the college authorities. 
Forty per cent, of the birds in On­
tario do not produce enough eggs to 
pay for their keep. Were these fowl 
removed, egg production would 
scarce be affected, while feed bills 
would be cut almost in half.

RE-QUEENING.

Examine Bee Colonies at Intervals In 
Search of Brood.

The extent to which attention is 
paid to the frequently necessary 

'Operation of re-queening is a good 
measure of the efficiency of the man­
agement of an apiary.

We find, for instance, in the neg­
lected apiary, that no attempt at re­
queening is made and the colony or 
swarm that chances to lose its queen 
—ail accident which frequently 
happens to colonies that have swarm­
ed or to after-swarms—is simply left 
to die out.

Then there is the fairly well kept 
apiary in which the absence of eggs 
in a colony after the young queen 
should have started laying is recog­
nized as an indication that she has 
been lost and a frame of brood in 
all stages is given to the colony in 
order that it may raise a queen, 
which frequently doefc not begin to 
lay until the colony is much reduced 
in population.

Finally, we have the well managed 
apiary, in which the colonies are ex­
amined at regular intervals, and 
worker brood in all stages in patches 
of full size for the season is looked 
for. If this, or a young virgin queen, 
is not present, or if the brood con­
sists wholly or largely of drones, 
known by the strongly convex cap­
pings over the pupae, a fertile queen 
is. supplied at once from a nucleus 
kept for the purpose, or a ripe queer­
cell is given. The best bee-keepers 
go further and follow a regular sys­
tem of re-queening each colony year­
ly, thus replacing all, except perhaps 
the best one-year-old queens. The 
young queens are more prolific and 
profitable not only in the fall but al­
so in the spring and are less likely 
to swarm than the older queens.

The best time to raise queens in 
Canada is during the clover honey 
flow. Do not "delay until the flow is 
declining, when robbing is easily in- 
ducéd.

A simple and good way for the be­
ginner to obtain fertile queens is to 
save the queen-cells in a colony that 
has thrown a prime swarm. Five 
or six days after the swarm has left, 
the colony should be divided into 
nuclei, each consisting of a comb or 
two of brood containing a queen cell 
or two and honey with the adhering 
bees.

A frequent object in re-qneening 
is to change the race of the colony 
from black bees to Italians, which 
resist European foul-brood better, 
and are generally more prolific and 
better foragers in the interior ofjCan- 
ada, where the summers are warm. 
In purchasing Italian queens, untest­
ed fertile queens should be specified. 
They are less liable to be injured in 
the mails than tested queens.

A good way to introduce a queen 
to a colony is in the “Miller" cage. 
The queen is imprisoned by a plug of 
soft candy which the bees eat away 
in the course of a few hours, and in 
so doing liberate the queen. Of 
course, one should make quite sure 
that the colony to which the queen is 
introduced is without a queen, and 
it is advisable to introduce her to a 
colony from which the queen has 
been removed the previous day.

To Prevent Game ramr.
Dairymen and creamery men In 

many places are troubled every spring 
by garlic or onion flavor in the milk. 
This is due to the cows feeding on 
garlic or wild onion, one of the first 
plants to start in the pasture in the 
spring. The trouble from garlic Is 
not likely to last very long, as this 
weed Is soon cropped off and the 
grass becomes plentiful enough for 
the cattle to feed on it in preference 
to the onion.

Garlic flavor in milk can be remov­
ed by heating the milk to 145 de­
grees F. and forcing air through It 
at this temperature for 30 to 60 min­
utes. As this method requires a cer­
tain amount of equipment, it is much 
more satisfactory for the average 
dairyman to keep the odor out of 
milk by a few simple precautions in 
herd management.

There are two ways of protecting 
the milk from garlic flavor. First,

prevent the cows from obtaining gar­
lic; and second, manage the herd on 
the least possible chance of getting 
garlic pasture, so that there will be 
the flavor in the milk.

Often the garlic is found only in 
one patch in the pasture, and this can 
be temporarily fenced off and pas­
tured with other animais not produc­
ing milk.

Where garlic is scattered all over 
the field it will be impossible to keep 
the cows away from it, but by remov­
ing them to some other field three or 
four hours before each milking the 
flavor wm be reduced to a minimum. 
The odor in milk is strongest from 
(tows which have just eaten garlic, 
and the odor is reduced as the time 
between the eating of garlic and 
milking is increased.

In case no garlic-free pasture is 
available, it would be advisable to 
drive the cattis to the barnyard three 
or four hours before milking and feed 
•bom on hay and silage. As the sea­
son for garlic trouble is short, this 
should not cause much inconvenience.
