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AnglosAmerican Extradition Treaty.

A London despatch says:—

An extradition treaty between Eng~
land and the United States bas beeo
gigned. In addition to the customary |
clauses, the treaty provides for thesurs
render of dynamite misoreants. At
the Foreign Office in London, on Weds
nesday, it was stated that when the |
matter was ripe,a communication would
be made to the press in the usual way,
and that the tieaty would doubtiess be
ratified at Washington after the custo
mary routine. Further details were
premptorily refused. At the American
Legation,Secretary White was greatly
fncensed. He said he was aqrpmed
at the indiscretion of the Foreign Ofe
fioe,brusquely disclaimed the interview.
It is generally thought in London
diplomatic circles that the Socinlist
troubles in Chicago largely .mﬂueuged
the American Government 1o making
the treaty.

The above will strike the hearts of a
good many people both in the United
States and in Canada, with a chill of
terror. Thank Providence, if the trealy
has truly been framed as it should be,
the day when dishonest rascals can
cheat their creditors by skipping over
the border has gone by. Defaulting
bank cashiers, presidents, swindlers,
and thieves of any and all description,
will now find the way of the transgres-
sor a little barder than formerly. The
