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__Tug contest for the governorship of the
state of New York, which is to take place
some five weeks hence, promises to be a bat-
tle of giants. On the one hand the republi-
cans have nominated Levi P. Morton, the
man who filled the vice-president’s chair
during the administration of President Har-
rison. Mr. Morton is reputed to be worth
from twenty to thirty million dollars, and
in selecting him as a candidate the party

pnagers on his side were believed to be

gely influenced by the size of the contri-
hon he could afford to make to the cam-
hign fund of his party. His millions, and
he fact that he has been vice-president,
without making any enemies, joined to the
additional fact that the tide is this year
running strongly with the republican party,
have given rise to the belief that he would
be elected, although it has been a good many
years since the great empire state has had a
republican governor.

Now the democrats have surprised every-
body, including themselves, by nominating
Senator Hill as their candidate. Mr. Hill
has several times been governor of his state,
and he was Cleveland’s leading opponent
at the last democratic national convention,
his failure to secure the presidential nomi-
nation upon that occasion being the only de-
feat he ever sustained. Until the other day
he has of late been regarded as rather a back
pumber, so to speak, as it was generally
supposed that when he opposed the tariff
policy of the president, and alone of all his
party voted against the final compromise
measure, he had entirely broken with the
democratic party. But, when the democracy
met the other day, to the great surprise of
everybody, he was selected as the candidate
for governor, amid the wildest kind of en-
thusiasm. He is a fighter in every sense of
the word. His opponents say that he be-
longs to the Tammany section of his party
and represents that element in politics which
is there for what is to be made out of it.
However that may be, he has a habit of
winning; and although in this fight the odds
seem against him, yet it will surprise no one
if he defeats Morton in spite of his millions.
In that case, Hill, with the great state of
New York at his back, will be the biggest
man iu his party, and with Cleveland out
of the way, it will not be difficult for him to
capture the next democratic nomination for
president. So the contest, as we have said,
becomes a battle of the giants.
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— Tre cranks and kickers had an ioning
the other day at the close of the Halifax
exhibition, but owing to circumstances over
which they had no control they were
not able to enjoy the full benefit of it.

DEATH OF MRBS. BLAIR.

It becomes the duty of the MONITOR to-
dn‘r to announce the death of probably the
oldest woman living within the borders of
Annapolis county,—that of Mrs. Harriett
Blair, widow of the late Adam @G. Blair, Esq.,
of Her Majesty’s Barrack Department in
Halifax,—which occurred at Wilmot on Sun-
day afternoon last. The deceased was &
daughter of the late Colonel Campbell, of the
British army, who for some years was a resi-
dent of Kinge county, and sister of the late
Rev. John Moore Campbell, for a long period
of time Rector of this parish, as alsoof the late
Major Campbell, who died in Ontario about
the year 1882. Mrs. Blair was at one time
a resident of thia town, but for the last ten
or twelve years has been residing at Wilmot
with her niece, Mrs. Thomas Crosskill, who
is a daughter of the late Rev. John Moore
Campbell. As a lady of culture and refine-
ment, together with her many amiable
qualities and charitable disposition, she was
highly esteemed by all who had the pleasure
of her acquaintance, and who will learn of
her demise with extreme regret. Though
she had reached the advanced age of 94 years,
up to within a comparatively short period
she had retained all her faculties to a most
remarkable degree. Some few years ago,
her only son, %vlr. Gordon Blair, died at
Wilmot, and we believe the only living
member of her immediate family is Mrs.
George Ince, who resides at Ottawa, and
whose husband is now holding an important
position in the Customs Department in that
city. The remains arrived here by yester-
day’s express train, and were laid at rest in
the family lot in the church of England
cemetery, the Rev. J. E. Warner, of Middle-
ton, conducting the funeral services.
