but he is not mentioned elsewhere in the Relations. A rding to
Jour. desfésuites, he was at Quebec in 1645, having return froml
the abandoned Fort Richelieu (buit in 1642 by Montmagn as a
defense against the Iroquois, at the"mouth of the Richelieu or et
River); he is also mentioned several timesin the journal, as '
part in important consultations at the headquarters of the missio
in Quebec, and (May, r648) as present at negotiations with the Iro-
quois, at Montreal.
