A very important discussion has taken
place in that court upon the pastoral address
on Sabbath observance, moved to be sent
down to the churches.

His argument was
that the Jemish Sabbath was aholished, be-
ecause the Jewish law was abolished, the De-
calogue, as such, or per se, being ot ro au-
thority, the law had features no longer ap-
plicable to us, that we do not and cannot
ebserve it as the Jews were commanded to do
it, that no one now thinks of inflicting the
penalty of death upon Sabbath breakers, that
wvur Saviour opened up a milder system of
interpretation and. life, and that the Apostle
J’aul inculeated deliverance from days, &e.,
und ordered these things.to be judged of
charitably. The Presbytery (ene of about
50 ministerinl members,)' stood up for the
oid view, and passed their address. There
has been immense excitement on the-subject,
part of the Scottish public being with the
octor and part agninst him. The whoale
public of England is with him. Uhe Rev.
‘Dr. Wm. Anderson of Glasgow, and the
Rev. Geo. Gilfillan of Dundee, leading men
of the U. P. Church, have publicly declared
their agreement with these views, While
