Thic suctifice, which has
Veen defined to he “the external obla-
tion of some sensible permanent thing,
conrecrated according  to a mystical
rite to God ny a legitimat. minleter, by
means of the destruction or other
rhange of the thing in testimonv of
God’s supreme dominton over us, and
onr total drpendence upon Iim.” There
18 the oblation * for every high priest
taken from anmong men i3 ordained for
men in these things that appertaln to
God, that he may offer gifts and sacri-
fices for sing” It 13 an exteinal obla-
tion of some sungible thing, in contra-
disthnction to the prayers and acts of
wlotation and pralse which we ail ren-
der to God  The ofiering must be made
by a lawfully chozen mimster, for no
2inan taketh honour to himisel? but he
that i« called by God as Aaron was
Under the Jaw of natme  the priests
were elther heads of familles, such as
Noah and Abraham, a: those spe«,ln\l’v
called by God. Under the Morale dis-
pensation the tribe of Aaron was se-
leeted. Under the law of grace only
bishops and priests, lawfully ordained,
and thug are excluded the offerings of
tndividuals, as when the faithful offer
candi~< to be burned in the churches in
horour of God. The sacrifice is to God
nlone, for it Is the highest act of wor-
ship: and St. Augustine asks :—* Who
ever thourht a sacrifice should Le of-
tereq except to Him whom he knew or
thought or pretended to be God 7
Agaln, it has been stuted in the defini-
tion tQ@l the offering s made acoording
to a mystical rite  Since the offering s
made to God, and by this offering that
which was profane Is rendered sacred,
it 1= therefore proper that the act can
“lane be performed oniy according to
zome lawfully constituted ceremony.
Lastly, the thing is destroyed or chung-
ed. because every “sacrifice elther fore-
had or now the

deathh of Christ, and, secondly, because |

sacrifice Is the highest protestation of
our subjection to God. Such Is saerl-
fice and when Jesus Cnilst, in the blood
of the everinsting testament, offered
TIhinself to Hig Fternal Father in adora~
tlon and praise, In impetration and
atonement for man's abuse of God's
right and authority, n that act there
Was sacrifice, and the noblest worship
God could receive and the xrandest
lon uf God's 1t of be-
ing and right that earth ever sent up
to  eaven, and there came the sweet-
est answer from Heaven .—* Peace and
mace unto all who vhall believe.””
Such is the nature of sacrifice, the
noblest  acknowleagment of  God's
HSovereignty we can make; the highest
act of religion we can perform, and
there is no law, no religlon, in which
<actifice I not offered. Under the law
of nature we see that Ahel offered of
ihe flrsthngs of his flocks and the Lord
had respect to Abel and his offerings
Noah, after the fiood, bullt an altar un.
to the Lord; and taking of all cattle
and fow I« that were clean, offered hulo-
causts upon the altar. Azrias foretells
that many dayg shall pass in Isracl
without a priest, without a preacher,
sud without the law-—and when King
Asa heard these words he took away
the idole out of the land of Benjamin
and he dedicated the altar of the Lord,
and they sacrificed to the Lord in tuat
day of the spoils. Again we lear an-
ather Azaslas lamenting  before the
flery furnace that there 1S 10 holocaust
or sacrifice or oblatiun, So closey are
dispensation, law, and sacrifice con-
necied that change of the one impliesa
change of the other—and St Paul uses
this argument agams: the Jows to con-
vince then: that thelr lgw had heen
changed because there was a change of
the pricathood, consequently of the
sacrifice; “for the priesthood being
transiated, it 19 necessary that a trans-
lation also be made of the law.” Thuy

worship which are not real saerifices,
Therefore he refera to a strict sacri-
fice—but not to that of the Cross fm
that was oftered in one place and at
6ne time.~but this offering f= univer-
sal in time and plaze. Mark also my
dear brethren, that it Ia a clean obla-
tion wherever offered; therefore fts
purkty and its universality go hand
in hand: and therefore it purity
‘ erises not from sacrifices, but (om the
&itt and Instltution of God. What
vietim can be called pure in presenge
of Jesus Christ the holocaust of Jal-
vary 2 What prlest can be called be-
i fore God's high-priest sternal? None
~But just In proporti:n as the vic-
tin and the priest have a share In
