CANADIAN CONTRACT RECORD.

Building permits have been granted as

24x14 feet, and a dye house 16x42 leet,ay
a cost of $5,000.—A committee of the
council has recommended the installruion
of the new style long burning arc lamps
for strcet lighting, also the adopuon of
the meter systen.

WINNIPEG, MAN.—Andrew Car-
negie has offered $75,000 towards a pub-
lic library n this city, provided the city
wiil give one-tenth of that amount for
maintenance.— By-laws have been given
second readings i council as follows :
To raise $50,000 to buld four suburbon
fire halls, to construct foundations under
north and south halls, and to purchase an
additional dynamo ; to raise $61,740 for
the purchase and 1staliation of new plant
and water pipes and new services.—It 1s
the intention of the counal to
construct the following works : Cedar
block pavements—Princess street, Pacific
avenue to C. P. R. track, cost $17,345 ;
