Der CuiLorexy —How often you think of the
work here in Japan, and sometimes of mo too, yot
[ havo nevor even let you know I appreciated it.
Woll, I do indeod, It is a real inspiration to me
to know that even the childron of Canada offer up
80 mauy prayers for the work and for me that [
may bo worthy of you all and of my Saviour, who
gave himeolf for me,

It is rather u puzzle to know what to tell you
that will interest you most. [ have already told
you of my Charity school. By tho way, 1 shall
end you in this letter a copy of their ponmanship.
You must know the little boys and givls hove write
with brushes. Thoeir ink is in sticks which they
rub down with a little water on a stone. Thea
when the water is sufticiontly black, thoy ave ready
~wr te,  I'might add that they geuerally got more
o 1) eir hands and face than on their papers, The
papor they use is mado of a kind of mulberry bark
with rico four mixed in, When I told them [ was
to sond their writing to America, they all looked
80 happy and wrote their very best. The Japaueso
are always fond of hearing about Awerica. That
is the ono country they dream of. Almost vvery
Loy I havo met has the one ambition—that of
going to Amorica—constautly before i,

Not far faom Tokio, on tife sea coast, is a little
village called Ramakura, Thousands of years ago
it was Japan’s capital, There ave now only a few
old temples to show what srandeur has fadel away,
and our friends never tico of telling us of ils
greatness and of the brave men who lived and
fought then,  Thoe one thing that attracts most at-
tontion 1s the statuto of Buddha Daibutsa, as it is
called, [t stands facing the sea shore, towering
above most of the aurrounding tvees  ['shall send
you a picture of it to give you a little idea of its

size. Insidoe of the figure is a temple with many
shrines, They allowed us to enter.  Wo ascended

a staivr  which leads tu a platform situated near tho
shoul'ers of Buddha, ~ After giving a passing
glance at tho images, one gots tived of looking at
them here, Wespent the rest of the lime we were
in regrotting having left our pocket kuives at home,
wo wicked to scratch our names on tho insido of his
kinuna (dress) as so wany others had dune before
us. It had been mado with their own hunds, theve-
foro treated as such, with littlo or no reverence.

While in Ramakura we saw hundreds of pilgrims
come to worship at thie noted shrine. DMost of
them seemed to think the most that was required
of them was to drop their pennies in the large box
in front of this imsge; for although they folded their
hands and bowed their heads it was done with a
careless bured expression, and their devotions did
not last more than a second, when they spont tho
reat of their energy looking at and admiring this
maguificent piece of workmanship.

To-day I can give you no more nows, as the mail
leaves in a short while, and there ave other letteis
to be written. Let me know what you would like
to hear, and I promise at my ecarlicst vppurtanity
to write you.
