There exist tradeoffs between speed, features, battery life and weight. The appropri-
ate model of laptop or notebook for any given user will depend upon the anticipated
usage of the machine.

File Servers

Once the Department has settled on a Network Operating System, specifications
describing appropriate configurations and possible models will be promulgated. The
study of Network Operating Systems will be completed by the end of September, and
by early next calendar year we will be able to define the specific hardware require-
ments (file server, network interface card, tape backup unit, communication equipment,
i.e. network modem, etc...) .
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
