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ARTICLE 9

1. In view of the safeguards provided for in this Arrangement the participat-
ing countries shall, as far as possible, refrain from taking additional ‘crad_e
measures which may have the effect of nullifying the objectives of this
Arrangement. :

2. If a participating country finds that its interests are being seriously
affected by any such measure taken by another participating country, that
country may request the country applying such measure to consult with &
view to remedying the situation.

3. If the consultation fails to achieve a mutually satisfactory solution withi?
a period of sixty days the requesting participating country may refer thé
matter to the Textiles Surveillance Body which shall promptly discuss suc
matter, the participating country concerned being free to refer the matter t0
that body before the expiry of the period of sixty days if it considers th2
there are justifiable grounds for so doing. The Textiles Surveillance B0f15i
shall make such recommendations to the participating countries as it cons!
ers appropriate.

ARTICLE 10

1. There is established within the framework of GATT a Textiles Committ‘?:
consisting of representatives of the parties to this Arrangement. The Comm!
tee shall carry out the responsibilities ascribed to it under this Arrangement.

2. The Committee shall meet from time to time and at least once a year tg
discharge its functions and to deal with those matters specifically referred t
it by the Textiles Surveillance Body. It shall prepare such studies as !
participating countries may decide. It shall undertake an analysis of t
current state of world production and trade in textile products, including ‘1‘”
measures to facilitate adjustment and it shall present its views regardlfie
means of furthering the expansion and liberalization of trade in text!
products. It will collect the statistical and other information necessary for ¢ g
discharge of its functions and will be empowered to request the participa'ﬂrl
countries to furnish such information.
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3. Any case of divergence of view between the participating countries asty:e
the interpretation or application of this Arrangement may be referred to
Committee for its opinion.

4. The Committee shall once a year review the operation of this Arr ang;e
ment and report thereon to the GATT Council. To assist in this review, !
Committee shall have before it a report from the Textiles Surveillance Bodr‘?,é
a copy of which will also be transmitted to the Council. The review during t.ts
third year shall be a major review of this Arrangement in the light of !
operation in the preceding years.

5. The Committee shall meet not later than one year before the expiry ogﬂ;)e
Arrangement in order to consider whether the Arrangement shoul
extended, modified or discontinued.
