2.2.3. Standard. Public authorities shall accept a General Declaration dated
and signed by the master, the ship's agent or soine other person duly authorize4
by the mnaster.

2.3 Standard. The Cargo Declaration shail be the basic document on arrivai
and departure providing information required by public authorities relating
to the cargo. However, particulars o! any dangerous cargo xnay also be required
to be furnished separately.
