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which the Agency has n~ot previously accepted for listing in. that Government's
Inventory, suich transfer shlli not be effected bef ore th~e notification. required
by Section 13 of this Agreemient 1has be accepted 1 y the Agéricy.

Exemptions arnd Suspens~ion

Section 21. The Agency shail exempt nuclear material listed in Part I of
either Inventory from safeguards, under the conditions specified in paragraphs

21, 22 and 23 of the Safeg~uards Document, and sb<aJ1 suspend safeguards with
respect toi nuclear material under the conditions specifled in paragraphs 24 and
25 of that Document; it shail transfer the listing of the items'coneerned to
Part III of the Inventory in question.

Termination

Section 22.. The Agency shail terminate safeguards under this Agreement
with respect to those items deleted from either Inventory as provided ini Sections
18 and 19 of this Agreement. Safeguards on nuclear material other than that
covered by the preceding sentence shall be termninated under the conditions
specifted in paragraphs 26 and 27 of the Safeguards Document and nuelear
material for which safeguards are so terminated shaJi thereupon be deleted
from the corresponding Inventory.

Exemption, Suspension or Termination with Respect to Other Items

Section 23. The two Governments and the Agency shall agree on the condi-
tions for exemption, suspension or termination of safeguards on itemas not
covered by Sections 21 and 22 of this Agreement.

Non-Compliance

Section 24. If the Board determines, in accordance with Article XIL.C of
the Statute, that there has been any non-compliance with this Agreement, the
Board shall call upon the Government concerned to remedy such non-comlnpiance
forthwith, and shall iake such reports as it thinks appropriate. In the event
of f ailure by the Government to take fully corrective action within a reasonable
time:

(a) The Agency shall be relieved of its responsibility to apply safeguards
under this Agreement until such time as the Board deterniines that
the Agazlcy can effectively apply the sgfeguards provided for in this
Agreement, provided that if the determination relates only a partiçular
item listed in an Inirentory, such item shall be removed from the
correspondlng Inventory until such tirae as the Board determines that
the Agency can effectively apply safeguards thereto; and

(b) The Board nmay take any other xneasures provided for in Article XIILC
of the Statute.

The Agency shali promptly notify the otherParties in the qvewt of any 4de-
mination by the Board pursuant to this Section.
