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The Canadian Women's Army Corps was establiched in August, 1941.
C.W,4.C, personnel are serving in the United Kingdom, Newfoundland,
and the United States.

Youngest of the three women's services, the Women's Royal Canadian
Naval Service, was inangnrated in June, 1942, Canadian Wrens are
serving at more than 30 naval bases, including Washington, Newfoundland,
and the United Kingdom,

Canadian women in the nursing service have been sent not only
to the United Kingdom but also to North Africa, Sicily, and Italy.

Before the Battle of France it was folt that Canada's industrial -
role in the war would be largely confined to the production of
materials and equipment for its own troops and of limited quantities
of aircraft md guns for the United Kingdom, However, the sharp
increase not only in Canadian but in British orders which followed
the fall of France turned Canada into one of the principal suppliers
of war equipment for the United Nations, A vast expansion of in-
dustry was planned and carried out. ‘

The Department of Munitions and Supply has awarded anproximately
§9,450,OOO,OOO of contracts. With a government expenditure of over
%850,000,000 in new plants and equipment, with war orders on hand
totalling several hundred million dollars, with a large share of
pfoduction cormitments under Canada's Mutual Aid Plan, Canada remains
one of the important cogs in the machinery of allied production. In
Proportion to its :population, resources and productive facilities,
Canada's industrial war effort is unexcelled by that of any other
Country, :
