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After debate thereon, the question being put on the
said motion it was agreed to, on division.

Mr. Turner (Ottawa-Carleton), seconded by Mr.
Stanbury, moved,-That Bull C-243, An Act to amend
the Judges Act and the Financial Administration Act,
be amended by

(a) adding to clause 5 on page 7, immediately
after subsection (2) thereof, the following subsec-
tion:

."(3) Where a judge resigned, ceased to hold
office or died whle holding office after December
31, 1970 and before the coming into force of this
Act and the Governor ini Coundil granted to him
or to his widow an annuity under the Judges Act,
the Governor in Coundil may increase that annuity,
effective as of the day it was granted, by an
amount not exceeding the difference between the
amaunt of the annuity sa granted and the amount
of the annuity that could have been granted
to that judge or his widow under the Judges Act
if this Act had been in force at the time hie re-
signed, ceased ta hold office or died." ; and

(b) renumbering subsection (3) of clause 5 as sub-
section (4).

The text of the Message and recommendation of the
Governor General is as fallows:

His Excellency the Governor General recommends ta
the House of Commons that Bill C-243, An Act to amend
the Judges Act and the Financial Administration Act,
now before the House, be amended by

(a) adding to clause 5 on page 7, immediately
after subsection (2) thereof, the follawing subsection:

" (3) Where a judge resigned, ceased ta hold
office or died whlle holding office after December
31, 1970 and before the caming into force of this
Act and the Governor in Coundil granted to him
or ta his widow an annuîty under the Judges Act,
the Governor in Council may increase that annuity,
effective as of the day it was granted, by an
amount not exceeding the dîfference between the
amount of the annuity sa granted and the amaunt
of the annuity that could have been granted ta
that judge or his widow under the Judges Act
if this Act had been in force at the time he re-
signed, ceased ta hold office or died." ; and

(b) renumbering subsection (3) of clause 5 as sub-
section (4).

Mr. Turner (Ottawa-Carleton), secanded by Mr.
Stanbury, moved,-That Bill C-243, An Act ta amend
the Judges Act and the Financial Administration Act,
be amended by

(a) striking out subsections (1) and (2) of clause
10 on page h1 and substituting the following:

"10. (1) Section 27 of the said Act is amended
by adding thereto, immediatehy after subsection
(1) thereof, the following subsections:

"(la) Subject ta subsection (lb) where, after
the caming into farce of this subsection,

(a) a judge dies whfle holding office, or
(b) a judge who was granted an annuity after
the caming into farce of this subsectian dies,

the Governor i Council may grant ta each child
of such judge an annuity equal ta one-fifth of
the annuity granted ta the widow of that judge
pursuant ta paragraph (a) or (b) of subsection
(1), as the case may be, or if the judge died with-
out leaving a widow or such widow is dead, two-
fifths of the annuity that otherwise cauld have
been granted ta the widow of the judge.

(lb) The total amount of the annuities paid
under subsection (la) ta the chîldren of a judge
described in that subsection shall not exceed four-
fifths of the annuity granted ta the widow of that
judge pursuant ta paragraph (a) or (b) 0f sub-
section (1), as the case may be, or if the judge
died withaut leaving: a widow or the widow is
dead, eight-fifths of that annuity.

(le) For the purposes of subsections (la) and
(lb), "chlld" means a chlld of a judge who

(a) is less than eighteen years of age; or
(b) is eighteen or mare years of age but less
than twenty-five years of age, is unmarried, and
is in fuil-time attendance at a school or uni-
versity having been in such attendance sub-
stantially withaut interruption since he reached
eighteen years of age or the judge died, which-
ever occurred later." ; and

(b) renumbering subsectian (3) of clause 10 on
page 12 as subsection (2).

The text of the Message and recommendation of the
Governar General is as follows:
