RAILWAY. ACT AMENDMENT.
Mr. LANCASTER moved for leave te lu-

troduce Bil11 (No. 5) te nmend the Railway
Act.

Somne hou. MEMBERS. Explain.

Mr. LANCASTER. Briefly, this is the
saine legislation which was introduced by
me two years ago and which was discussed
lu the Reuse and upon xvhich a party vote
was taken. I have ne doubt that the pre-
sent goverument will adopt the Bil1l because
at that time every man et the Couservative
party lu the Rouse voted for this legisia-
tien which was defeat-ed by a party vote at
the instance et the geverument et the day,
whicýh thanks te Providence is uow in
opposition. Those who were net in the
Rouse when this legislation was, formnerly
discussed are eutitled te a littie explana.
tien. The object et the Bill is te remove a
very unfair taxation upon municipalities in
regard te the protection et level crossings.
As the law is to-day thé muuicipality lias te
psy a portion et the cost et protection,
the raîlway company a portion, and thE
Dominion et 'Canada a portion, se that thE
municipality pays twice :once as tax-
payer to the Dominion sud aise as a muni
pality. This Bill provides that unless a
municipality, lu erder te get some extra
ordinary and special protection makes z

special agreement, the Railway Commission
shall not put upon the municipalities any
cost of the protection when the rai1wa>'
persists iu running on the King's Highway,
or, what is commonly known as a level
crossing. I arn in hopes that the Bill xvii
be passed by a vote of the majority of this
House as uat present constituted.

We can assure Ris Royal
Highness that if lie esteems it a privilege
to be called upon to administer the affaira
of this prosperous and growing Dominion
and to associate himself with us ini the_
important duties which we are about to
approach, we appreciate the honour that
has been conferred upon our counitry by his
appointment which implies a recogni-
tion of the groiug importance of this
Dominion as a part oft the British
Empire, and of the loyal devotion of
the Canadian people to the Throue sud
person of Ris Majesty the King. But
we welcome Ris Royal Righness flot only
because ef Ris Royal birth and high sta-
tion, not only because hie is the brother of
our late beloved Sovereign 'whose soli-
