There is a very serious problem
involved, since practically ail the companies that do
dredging in this country are under charge. I think the hon.
member would agree with me that we should not hold Up
dredging for that reason. We must find a way of getting
the necessary work done.

DATE 0F ANNOUNCEMENT 0F ASSISTANCE PROGRAM FOR
EAST COAST FISHERMEN

Mr. Walter C. Carter (St. John's West): Mr. Speaker,
my question is directed to the Minister of State for Fisher-
ies. In view of serious problems facing the east coast
fishing industry, and in view of the fact that the govern-
ment promised certain prograrns of assistance in the
throne speech, would the minister tell the House when we
can expect an announcernent from him as to what long
term and mid-terma assistance would be available?

Hon. Roméo LeBlanc (Minister of State (Fisheries)):
Mr. Speaker, I assume the hon. member is referring to the
income supplement program. I would tell him that we are
still working on this. I believe we are now in a position to
put firrn proposals to my colleagues in the next couple of
months. I would like to say, however, that the consultation
meetings we have had with the ministers of fisheries of
the Atlantic area, including one which took place yester-
day, leads me to believe that there was wisdom in delaying
until such time as we have an idea of the exact condition
of the fishery in the years to corne.

REQUEST FOR STATEMENT ON MEASURES TO MAINTAIN
PRESENT LEVEL 0F FORCE IN VIEW 0F EROSION 0F VALUE 0F

DOLLAR

Mr. J. M. Forrestaîl (Dartmnouth-Halifax East): Mr.
Speaker, I have a question for the Minister of National
Defence. In light of responses to written questions dealing
with the value of the dollar now being placed in the hands
of bis department for national defence purposes, and in
light of the clear indication of the erosion of the value of

the dollars which be has available to bim and the clear
indication that his department is slipping very substan-
tially behind in terms of its purcbasing power in relation
to past years, I would ask if be can advise the House
whether he has any plans, and if so, what bis plans are, to
upgrade this purchasing power in order to restore his
department to a level comparable with past years, and
more important, wbat plans he specifically bas to main-
tain the force at its present level.

Hon. James Richardsorn (Minister of National
Defence): Mr. Speaker, as the hon. member will agree, the
purchasing power of all departments bas been reduced by
the erosion in the value of the dollar, but in the case of
National Defence the best answer is that this year tbe
budget is up by more than il per cent and next year,
1975-76, it will be up by approximately the same amount.

Mr. Forrestali: What tbe minister is indicating is, of
course, a non-answer. I wonder if he would indicate to the
bouse in some clear and precise terms wbetber the
Department of National Defence is going bebind at a rate
of some 6 per cent to 8 per cent annually, and in ligbt of
that, where does he plan to take tbis cutback, from person-
nel or frorn capital programs?

Mr. Richardson: Mr. Speaker, the personnel force bas
heen reduced to approximately 78,500, down from the
83,000 of a short time ago, and that bas effected a saving
which has enabled us to maintain tbe operational expendi-
tures and also to maintain and to increase our expendi-
turcs for capital equipment.
