MR. WENMAN—COURT PROCEEDINGS INVOLVING CHILDREN

Mr. Robert Wenman (Fraser Valley West): Mr. Speaker, I
have the duty and responsibility to present a petition on behalf
of the citizens of my riding of Fraser Valley West. The nature
of this petition is to express concern at the number of delays in
court proceedings in which children are involved.

In view of the trauma of children as victims of conflict and
the additional trauma of long and drawn out court proceedings
that could further this trauma, the purpose of the petition is to
ask the federal Government to ensure that court proceedings
commence within six months of the date of criminal charges
being laid and that these proceedings should be completed
within a six-month maximum period thereafter.

The Canadian International Development Agency, during the
period from April 1, 1977 to March 31, 1983, provided
bilateral aid to 82 per cent of the Anglophone and 89 per cent
