A statement showing the Income and Expenditure of
these Departmonts for the year cnded 30th June 1934 is attached to
this rcport as Exhibit "B".

Exhibits "C" and "D" show the detcils of the Dir-
ect Income and Expenditure of the various Departments, togcther
with the number of staff, other employees and studcnts,

The Facglty of Agriculture and the other Depart-
ments arc dealt with individually in this report; but in consider-
ing any changc to any of the existing courses that arc offered by
the College, the effcet that such change will have on the number
of students must be taken into account, together with the rcsultant
change in the total income of tho College. The Collecge buildings
have becn designed to accommodate 150 men and 250 women studcnts
and it is of great importance that these residences and the common

dining room bc operated profitably.

FACULTY OF AGRICULTURE

This Faculty, the only onc at Macdonald College,
is divided into fourteen departments, as indicated in the attached
Exhibits "C" and "DY, For the year cnded 30th Junc 1934, the
Faculty had Dircct Income of $103,563.93, against Direct Expendi-
ture of $214,100.67, resulting in an Excess of Direet Expenditurec
of $110,536.74., During the year it had a registration of 148

students, divided as follows:-

72 Degree Students who pay fees of $50,00 per annum
