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words,—" Pardon me if I allow mvself to

make such remarks, perhaps I am mis-

taken, certainly von did not think of it.''

In case the person reproached should ex-

cuse herself, they should not persist in

their assertion but avoid the least discus-

sion. After having given the admonition,

let them say nothing more, but inform the

President or Directress.

The Sacristan.
