Washington, Dec. 23—Without a
record vote, the senate Jlate tonight
passed the war revenue bill, reduced
to ‘raise $6,000,000,000 in 1919 and
$4,000,000,000 in 1920, -.as compared
with the levy of $8,200,000,000 for next
year proposed in the bill passed by ‘the
house three months ago.
