THE SAN JOSE SCALE.

The worst of all insect pests is Hon.
Mr. Dryden’s characterigation of ihe
San Jose seale. Agricultural authori-
ties in the State of Pennsylvania speak
of it as causing greater damage to frait
trecs than any other agency in the
world. Not only is it very destructive
to orchards, but it seems to be practi-
cally impossible to eradicate the pest
once it has made its appearance on 2
tree. The scale was first discovered In
California in 1887. From there it was
transported to the east, doing a steat
deal of damage in New Jersey and ?
New England States. It was from tHe]
former that thie pest was imported into
Canada. According to Mr. Dryden the
insect has spread in the Niagara dis-
trict to a much greater extent than any-
one_ has suspected. ‘“We are,” says he,

that has attacked the fruit trees of this
province.”
terminating insect pests is of no avail
in regard to the San Jose scale. 'The
only remedy is the destruction of every
tree infected by the insect. The Gov-
ernment has acted wisely im taking
prempt action to eradicate the evil as
far as it has gone and to prevent its
foture extension. The billsintroduced
by the Minister of Agriculture provides
for the immediate burning of all infected
J trees, 1f the pest is as destructive as

TORONTO AND NIAGARA IAI:IJ POWER.

No place is more deeply interested in
the development of electric power at
Niagara Falls than this city. ‘Foronto
is not using Niagara Falls power simply
because that power has not yet been
dereloped, As soon us machinery is in-
stalled on this side of the river, as it
has been on the other side, Toronto
will receive -its supply of power from
Niagara Falls. The distance is only
eighty miles, The fact that Toronto 18
within such a comparatively short radius
o2 the greatest power centre in the
world is one of our greatest assets. By
waler the distance is only about forty-
five miles. If the Ontaric Government
had dealt honestly and in a businessiike
way with the *development of power at
the Ialls Toronto would to-day be re-
ceiving a large part of its electric cur-
rent from that source. Half the money
spent on the United States side of the
river would have brought to WToronto
all the power we require for present
uses. It may be ten years before o
ronto is connected with Niagara Iralls,
and when the connection is made we
will have to pay whatever price the
American company may. chcose to €x-
tort. The Government has made no
)imitation as to rates except that they
must not be higher than the price
charged by the Cataract Construction
Cempany in the United States. 1t is a
well-known fact that the capital neces-
sary for developing power on the Cana-
dian side will not be one-half as much
as it will be, or has been, on the Ameri-
can side, The Government has made
no bargain with the company whereby
the people of Ontario shall get the bene-
fit of the great advantage that Ontario
enjoys in this respect as compared with
the State of New York. When we con-
sider the comparative economy with
which power can be produced on this
side of the river it should not require
more capital to transmit 25,000 horse
power to Toronto than it does to Buf-
falo. But Toronto will never get 18
supply of current as cheaply as Buffalo
dces. The company is empowered to
charge the same Tate that would pre-
vail at a point in New York State eighty
miles from Niagara Falls,

The reason given by the Cataract Con-
struction people some time ago for not
going ahead with the work in Canada
was that long-distance transmission had
not been proved a success, that the
Buffalo experiment was not working
satisfactorily, and so forth. But the
fact is that the transmission of power
to Buffalo is an unqualified success.
The amount of power sent to that city
is being largely increased. As for long-
distance transmission generally, let us
quote from so diStinguished an author-
ity as the engineer who designed ihe
Niagara power plant, Mr. George Forbes,
A few weeks ago he wrote to The Kn-
gineering Magazine as follows: “I'here
has been an absurd hesitation to under-
take the transmission of power to great
distances. If engineers who have had
experience in the transmission of power
and in conversion of alternating into
centinuous currents would look into this
guestion they wouid be convinced that
where water power is available it 1s
generally economical to transmit elec-
trical power hundreds of miles for work-
ing railways. As an example it can be
proved that if the railways of Scotland
were combined to work their trunk lines
by means of electric locomotives, the
electric current being developed by the
v.ater power which exists in that coun-
try, then the whole of that service might
be carried on without the usesof steam
lccomotives.”

FIGHTING THE DEPARTMENTALS.

The retail merchants of Chicago are
fihting the departmental stores all along
the line. - Not only are they endeavormg
to prevent the same merchant or com-
pany from carrying on several lines of
business, but they have combined to
take advantage of some of the features
that ‘)mve made a success of the depart-
mental system. They will, for instance,
take a large space in the Chicago daily
newspapers and will follow the bargam
plan used so successfully by the de-
partmental stores, This advertisimng
scheme comprehends the contribution by
several hundred of the smaller retailers
of all classes of a sum weekly to be
expended in advertising. This money
will be put directly into advertising bar-
gains and prices, which will be destined
to cut under the department store prices.
'The firm. names and locations of the
advertising retailers . will follow, and
they will bé arranged in groups, repre-
senting the different wards or sections
of the city.
