Estimates as to the probable 
yield of wheat, on the basis of the govern­
ment returns, vary as they usually do. 
If -the statistician of the Produce Exchange 
has figured rightly present Indications fa­
vor by far the largest American wheat 
crop ever garnered. By the other respon­
sible but more conservative estimates it 
will fall short of the 675,003,000 bushel 
crop of 1898, but of no other. This Is a 
highly Important development In finance. 
It is all the more Important, ns to the 
probable relations of our own wheat crop 
to that of the world at large.

Washington, June 11.—J. u, Btowe, 
Uplted States Consul-General at Cape 
Town, South Africa, expects » boom m 
business to follow the termination of the 
war in the Transvaal, and, In a report 
to the State Department, he makes sug­
gestion# to Americans who wish to profit 
by it.

“The coming boom,” he says, “is not 
recognised by all, and 1 may be consid­
ered too optimistic, but pessimists do not 
recognize that losses by war must be .re­
placed; and these losses cover almost 
everything that enters Into life. Large ad­
ditions to the machinery and plants of the 
gold and diamond mines will be round ne­
cessary, and recent order# from America, 
amounting to $5,UU0,U00, emphasize the ef­
ficiency of our mining machinery. English 
colonists, loyal tho they may he, must 
buy where they can get the best goods 
for the least money and at the earliest de­
livery. As to the gold mines, by which 
South Africa has largely been supported, 
they will multiply In number.

“I notice that some steps are being 
token Ih the United States toward the 
adoption of thru r#te# to South Africa, 
following the example set by Germany. 
Every step that can be taken to foster 
trade with this country should he taken.

“I would call attention to the demand 
here for leather—eole, harness and bools 
and shoes. If any manufacturers of leath­
er are ready to export, this consulate can 
put them In the way of business. One 
firm here buys $15.060 worth per month. 
The Australian leather Is In the market."
