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KRUGER AND THE WAR.

‘Doeument Intimating That “Cham-
berlain Will Have a Surprise.”
London, Jan. 6.—The Daily Mail says:

Did Kruger want war?

It is the custom among pro-Boers to
affect to regard him as the man of peace,
one who never really contemplated hostili-

ties, who was forced into an impossihla
bosition, wiho was the overmatched victim
¢1 astute British diplomacy.

The fictlon that he struggled against war
till the last is slowly being dissipated, and
it is now generally recognized by all fair-
minded men that he was resolved to appeal
to the sword, and that he welcomed the
way in which events shaped themselyes.

In this connection we may print the fol-
lowing copy of a sworn translation of a
Duteh letter found in the trenches outside
Mafeking. It has never yet been pub-
lished. *'J. 8.,” the writer, is one of the
Snymans, who figured so prominently in
the operations around Mafeking.

Notice the date of the letter—Sept. 11;
the ultimatum was launched exactly one
month later:

“Very Secret.”
Pretoria, Sept. 11, 1809.

Dear Brother,—I arrived here yesterday
early, and had a coaversation with our old
President, when 1 laid before him tle mat-
ter about which I came. To put it short,
it is absolutely useless,

The old chap was nearly raving about it,
and sald that the burghers wanted to tie
his hands, and so, brother, the thing is
stirply war and nothing else. He said we
had gome too far, and delp from oversea
was positively promiised, only unanimity of
opindon. must reign here or we could neither
eapect nor obtain assistance. - Brother, the
old man and his Hollander dogs talk very
etsily about the thing; but what shall we
do, beeause if ome speaks aguinst it one
is simply a rebel? So I remain dumb.

On the stoep it is nething but war, but
in the Raad everything 1Is peace and
Queen. Those are the politics they taix.

have nothing more to say here, but 1
can tell you a good deal. Brother, old
Reitz says Chamberlain will have a great
surprise one of these days, and the burgh-
ers must sleep with one eye open.

It is rumored here that our milifary of-
ficers work day and night to send old Vic-
toria an ultimatum before she is ready.

MONKEYS UNDER ThE GLASS

London Doctor Finds They Possess
the Yellow Spot at Back
.of the Eye.

SCIENCE UNDER GREAT PERIL

Peculiar Methods Employed to Ex-
amine Eyes of Lions, Bears .,
and Pythons.

London, Jan. 6.—One of the most remark-
able scientific Investigations of modern
times is now being brought by Dr. Lindsay
Johnson, F.R.C.8., to the close of its earlier
stages, E

It is some years a4go now since the doctor,
pondering certain appearances—called he
“fundus oculi”—at the back of the human
eye, began to wonder whether monkeys pos-
sessed the peculiar spot In the centre of
vision, known as the “macula lutea,” or
yellow spot—the part of the eye in man
which 1s used in reading. i

He betook himself to Jamrach’s collee-
tion of animals and other menageries, and
found with astonishment that all the mon-
keys did possess that spot, as in man "but
that it varied with each 'gwnus. Follo.wlng
up this clue, he discovered that every fam-
fly of the mammalian order possessed a
distinet appearance of its own In the eye,
by which anyone seeing the back of the eye
with an ophthalmoscope and a light would

be able to recognize not omly the family, ||

but the genus of the animal,

He then proceeded systematically to ex-
amine all the animals to be seen in the Zoo-
logical Gardens of London, Antwerp, Am-
sterdam, Hamburg and elsewhere; and. ag

& result of this gigantic labor he found
many new and striking facts, For instance,
he realized that certain organs, such as the
pecten, which sticks out from the optic
nerve inside the eye of all birds, without
?xcleptlou, and of certain reptiles, was also
0 be found in a large number of th we:
mamuml‘s- rodents and nnu-s-npiuls.e ll?l‘lvxi:
of itselt was ap Interesting piece of evi-
dence in support of the Darwinian doctrine
of evolution; but the* doctor’s various dis-
coveries are to he found recorded in the
Proceedings of the Royal Society.

His method of invos.lmning, however,
48 not been yet recorded, and thig to the
general public will be the most im'i-rnsxlug
portion of the story of his work. To ex-
amine the eyes. of the animals it was nec-
essary for Dr, Johnson to darken the cage
to sit beside the animal with a lamp ht-hi'ud
its head, and to look thru the ophthalme-
Scope at a distance of half an inch from
the animal’s eye, for g period of not less
than two hours at a time. The total time
spent over each animal would vary from
eight to sixteen hours. He examn led the
eyes of about a thousand animals and made
drawings of about 250, some 50 of which
have so far been published by the Royal
Soclety.
In the cases of the larger animals it was,
of course, necessary to confine thelr move.
ments. Thus, the elephants were chained
down. Sacks some eight feet long were
made for sMpping over the hears, which
were then confined in them with ropes.
The closed ends of the sacks were next slit
with a knife, and as Bruin protruded his

head he was promptly muzzled and lifted |

on to the table for the eye-testing.

In the cases of Mons, deopards, tigers and
large cats, muzzles eould not be used, as
they frightened the animals nearly to
death; and the doetor had therefore to re-
Sort to private menageries, where the beasts
were less wild. Here he found it advisable
to cut off the whiskers of the brutes, as the
touching of the whiskers during the exam-
ination made them snd?.

The resourcefulness of the doctor and his
assistants had to be endless. Some of the
birds were induced to thrust their bills into
large corks, and the fishes had to be treated
very gingerly to avolid their suffocation,
The hoa-consstrictors and pythons were
thrown into sacks, to circumvent their
Ssqueezing propensities, and thelr heads
weré held out of the sacks Ly :
while with wolves, bheavers, otters, seals
and sea-lions. netg were thrown over them,
and they were pp&at in the meshes. °

There was n rt to chloroform. The
doctor found that coaxing and patience with
the great majority of the animals renderod
unnecessary the use of artificial means of
indueing quiet; and it was only with the
larger beastg that the nets, ropes and bags
were employed. -y

Dr. Johnson is now busy with the micro-
scopical and mathematical sides of his
work, leading up to the whole theory of
vision, and is preparing another paper to
submit te the Royal Soclety.

At Turbat they met, by arran ts
Major Showers with 100 men and two
guns, thence the combined force marched
to the Mekran border, where trouble hus
been brewing ever since a year ago, and,
in fact, has never been entirely subdued
since the rising of 1808,

News has just come In here that last
IFriday the escort of Major Showers, under
Major Tighe, stormed the Nodiz fort on
the Mekran coast, near the Murree Moun-
tain. The battery breached the outer
walls of the fort; and the 27th Baluchis,
under Lieut. Grant, with the Bombay
Sappers, under Lieut. Corry amd Major
Showers, atfitacked the enemy, who held
the strong loopholed mud bulldings.

The guns were brought up and bireached
the walils at close range, the rebel ring-
leaders resisting to the last, and the enemy
fighting stubbornly for two hours. Eventu-
ally, however, they were overcome and
compelled to give up their hopeless de-
fence.

The Britishh casualties were somewhat
severe. Lieut. Corry of the Royal En-
gineers was wounded, as was also Lieut.
Grant of the 27th Baluchis. 'TThree se-
poys were Kkilled, four Baluchis severely
wounvied, together with one gunner und
one sapper.

The enemy’s loss was about twenty
killed, including their leader, Muhammad
Ali: they: had fourteen wounded. and we
made sixty-three prisoners, chiefly out-
laws.

months by the Nazim of Mekran, who
was unable to take it without the assist-
ance of artillery.
