COPY OF BYLAW 
No. 5908

Of the Corporation of the City 
of London Respecting Smoke 
Prevention:.

BYLAW NO. 5908.
Respecting Smoke Prevention.

BE IT ENACTED by the Municipal 
Council of the Corporation of the City 
of London, as follows:

1. Every owner, lessee, tenant, agent, 
manager or occupant of any premises 
in, or of a steam boiler in connection 
with which a fire is burning, and every 
person who operates, uses, or causes 
or permits to be used, any furnace or 
fire, within- the city of London, shall 
prevent the emission to the atmosphere 
from such fire of opaque or dense 
smoke for a period of more than six 
minutes in any one hour, or at any 
other point than the opening to the at­
mosphere of the flue, stack or el im- 
ney. Provided always that nothing 
herein contained shall apply to an fur- 
nace or fire used in connection with the 
reduction, refining, or smelting of ores 
or minerals, or the manufacture of 
cement, or to dwelling houses, except 
apartment houses.

Any person convicted of a breach of 
any of the provisions of this bylaw shall 
forfeit and pay, at the discretion of 
the convicting magistrate, a penalty 
not exceeding the sum of $50 for each 
offence, exclusive of costs, and in de­
fault of payment of the said penalty 
and costs, or the costs only, may be 
levied by distress and sale of the goods 
and chattels of the offender; and in 
case of there being no distress found 
out of which such penalty can be levied, 
the convicting magistrate may commit 
the offender to the common jail of the 
county of Middlesex, with or without 
hard labor, for any period not exceed- 
Ing six calendar months, unless the said 
penalty and costs be sooner paid.

3. That Bylaw No. 4796 of the City 
of London, passed on the 10th day of 
August, A. D. 1914, be, and the same 
is, hereby repealed.
