ITALIANS ARE ALARMED.
Rome, Oct. 8.—Much excitement 

In political circles and extended 
comment in the press has been 
caused by the reported receipt of 
warnings from Great Britain and 
the United States to Italy with re­
gard to the situation at Flume. It 
is declared that the British warning 
stated in effect that if "the present 
Illegal situation" at Flume should 
continue, Italy would "run the risk 
of being put out of the alliance and 
the peace conference,” and that It 
was received a few days after a 
similar warning from the United 
State*.
Rome. Oct. 7.—Newspapers here com- 

ment at some length on warnings to 
Italy from Great Britain and America, 
relative to the situation at Flume. The 
Tribuna prints a violent article, stig-. 
matizing the warnings, and saying that 
the British and American .warnings 
should not be addressed to Italy, but to 
Capt. Gabriele d'Annunzio, as Flume is 
not Italy; In fact, Fiume is fighting 
against the Italian Government, which, 
together with the other allies, is un­
able to solve the Adriatic problem after 
the disavowal of the pact of London.

The Tribuna says the warnings which 
have been received are: "Indirect Insti­
gation to civil war," and concludes by 
urging the Italian Government to "dis- 
regard threats in the name of Italian 
dignity and in the name of half a mil­
lion dead and seven hundred thousand 
mutilated and wounded, who did not 
sacrifice their youth to see Italy treated 
worse than under ancient dominations." 

The Osservatore Romano, organ of the 
Vatican, says the British and American 
warnings have "all the appearance of a 
threat and, therefore, wounding to the 
dignity of this nation, which with the 
Allies, courageously faced and sup­
ported the greatest sacrifices of the 
war."

repents her act, is sane.

I had no intention of doing away 
with them when I got up Sunday 
morning," she declared. "In the after­
noon I went to a show in Royal Oak 
and when I came back about 5 o'clock 
I called the children in and gave each 
four of the tablets.”

"Didn't Want Them to Die."
The woman told of caring for the 

children. who became sick almost 
immediately, and of going into their 
room twice during the night.
