Mr. Ellis then moved that the duty
be reduced to three cents per gallon,
claiming that the coal oil duty was a
severe burden on the Maritime Pro-
vinces.

Messrs, Rogers and Talbot supported

Sir Charles Tupper said he was afraid
he would be compelled to support the
Government on this item.

A reduction to three cents a gallon
would completely wipe out the oil indus-
try in Canada, and enable a gigantic

Toronto.

On the Great Question Which Agita@‘
ed the United States.

Eloquently l&xnﬂ“‘l on Bimetallism

" —Great Ovation.in Massey Hall Last

William Jennings Bryan, the American
¢hampion of bimetallism, arrived in Lo~
ronto by the Chicora at 1 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon. " @wing to some mis-
understanding it was announced that
he would arrive on the 12.20 train, and
as a result the hundreds.who went to the
Union Station to see the Boy Orator of
the Platte were disappointed aud the
Pythian Reception Committee, who went
to Hamilton to meet himi were also on’
the wrong track, -

The only persons on the wharf to moet
Mr. Brydu were Mayor Fleming, Wulter
Haynes of the K, of P. and the press
representatives. Norman B, Mack, editor
of T'he Bidffalo Times; Ole I. Bayder,
President of the Demogratic Bimetallic
Lea:i?mﬂ Hrie County; A, J. Blias and
D. K.-Kilen, two prominent Buftalo
Democrats, accompanied the lusty eham-
pion of free silver.

Mr. Bryan was deiven to the Queen’s
Hotel, and before taking lunch Le gave
the press representatives un opportunity
to ply him with questions of all kinds.'
Mr, Bryan is a big man, He is big ph‘;l'-
sically, any way. Nearly six feet in height
and weighing over 200 pounds, his strik-
ing features and keen, inguisitive glanee
would mark him out{ in any ecompnny.
His face is not unlike that of Tragedian
Thomas Keene and bears no little re-
semblance to our own Rev, W, 1. Wil-
son.

First Visit to Toromte.

“This is my first visit to Toronto,” said
Mr, Bryan, “I was only in Canada once
before in my life and t was ten yenrs
:g«;.t when 1 went from Niagara to De-
roit,

“Yeb, b allism will be the issue in
1900 aghid. 1t is a real live question and
by no means a dead one, chose bi-
metallism as the subject of my lecture
here, bgeause 1 thought the people of
Toronto would be more interested in it
than ghyether subject 1 could speak on,
especially. as it was the great issue in
the last presidentinl campaign.”

“What, moest impresses you in regard
to the Vietorian era?”’ - ‘

“T'he Victorian era has certainly been
the most remarkable in the world’s lis-
tory, particularly in regard to scientific
and mechanieal progress.”

“Do you think the progress in these
direetions has made life sweetér or
more pleasant for the people generally?”

“Well, that is a big (gwnion," snid
Mr. Bryan, knitting his brows. “I . cer-
tainly think that it has aided in-the in-
tellectual development of the people.”

Bimetallism in a Word. .

Asked to put his bimetallic theory in
a few words, Mr, Bryan said:

“The most desirable thing in money
is stability in {m asing power. This
stability can only#® secured by a money
which in quantif® keeps pace with the
demand for mofiey, Our theory is that
both gold and silver are necessary to fur-
nish a suflicient amount of standard
money for the people,”

Mr. Bryan said }m was not prepared to
discuss bimetallism as applied to Can-
ada. On the tariff question he had little
to say, exeept that, as a member of the
Ways and Means Committee that fram-
ed the Wilson - bill, he was in favor of
placing lumber on the free list and also
favored free coal,

“For a few weeks after the election,”
said Mr, Bryan, in reply to a query as
to the condition of business iu the Unit-
ed States, “there was some renewed
activity, as shown by the clearing house
receipts,but that only lasted a few weeks,
and ns far as I can see things are pretty
mlucp the same in our country as in Can-
ada.”

Mr. Bryan leaves this merning for
Quebee, where he will lecture, He will
then return to Montreal, where he is al-
so billed. Fis voice is husky from con-
stant speaking, but otherwise he appears
cheerful and strong.
