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RECOGNITION BY for believing that Premier Herrlot 
wishes to be sure of the British parlia­
ment’s verdict on the Anglo-Russian 
agreement before reversing France’s 
intransigent policy toward the Soviet 
republic.

Premier Herrlot may also await the 
outcome of the latest upheaval in 
China, which is directed against the 
rising influence of the Chinese national 
revolutionary movement and against 
Russia’s increased prestige in China. 
If Russia is obliged to relinquish its 
newly-acquired foothold in China, the 
French position in the forthcoming 
negotiations with Soviet Russia would 
again be more firmly entrenched.

The Soviet government frankly ad­
mits that it hopes to derive political 
advantages of the first magnitude from 
its recognition with France. Britain, 
it is said, is able to offer Soviet Russia 
credits and trading opportunities. The 
value of these benefits is not under­
estimated in Moscow.
After Political Gains.

But Frapce, it is pointed out, is in a 
position to grant Russia political, as 
well as economic gains. Moreover, the 
political bait that France can dangle 
before Russia’s eyes is undeniably 
tempting.
