More than 2,000 men envolled for mili-
tary service here yesterday, and reports
from other parts of the republic told of
citizens volunteering for the army. Two
hundred men left this city yesterday for
the Costa Rican frontier, and it is be-
lieved the Panama forces near Coto or
eh route to that place number about 500.

While the president has been proceed-
ing under his constitutional powers in
mobilizing the Panaman forces, the au-
thority to declare war rests with the na-
tioral assembly, whi¢h has not as yet
acted. A general exodus of Costa Ricans
from Panama is taking place, while many
Panamans who are in Costa Rica are
trying to reach Panama.

An interesting phase of the situation
results from Costa Rica occupying terri-
tory under the arbitration decision of
Chief Justice White, of the United States
Supreme Court, which was,handed down
in 1914, while the United States herself
has, by virtue of treaties,/guaranteed the
territorial integrity of this country.

The Panama government contends,
however, that Justice White’s decision
contained a clause to the effect that if
his award should not be accepted by both
parties, the territorial status would re-
vert to the conditions laid down by the
decision rendered by President Loubet
of France. It is under the Loubet decis-
jon that Panama claims the land which
Costa Rica has seized.
